Thackeray ;ginl. pne of his fa

mous romances by speaking of two
swords that bung upon the study

wall of an American man of letters.

The writer was William Presoott,

and the swords had been wielded by
two of his ancestors in the War of
the Revolution,—one in behalf of
those wished to break away from
the mother country, one for England
and the royal cause.

Thelad with the grandfatbers who
fought agsainst each other was born
in the old town of Salem one hun-
dred and four years ago. He was
a child of May, his birthday being
the fourth of that month; and the
hopeful influence of that fairest of all
seasons seemed to enter into his blood
end blossom in his heart. He was
ever gentle, sunny ard serene; and
as hard to discoursge as the pink
Mayflowers of his dear New Eng-
land. They bloom beneath the
snow ; bhe acoomplished wonderful
tasks under oircumstances that
would have orushed almost any other
man.

Tre awful drawback and calamity
he had to fight was blindness. When
be was twelve years old his father
moved his family to Boston, and the
little William was at that age put in
a Latin school much patronizad by
the exclusive olass to which his
pecple belonged. He was a merry
boy, fond of practical jokes, and per-
baps'a little spoiled by his parents
and classmates, This may have bad
something.

cheerful, giving no sign of discour-
agement even if he felt any. Far
thermore, he faily and freely forgave
the young man who bad ivjared him ;
and when there 6ame a chance todo
him a .great kindness he at once
availed himself of it. Thisis all the
more strange when we consider that
his assailant never expressed the
least sympatby for bim whose life
was, in one sense, wrecked.

It would be pleasant, if there was
space, to tell bow he went to work
to study in spite of his misfortune;
bow he forced his memory to make
up for what he had loet, and how he
graduated with distisotion. He had
made up bis mind to go through life
depending upon one eye fo do the
work of two; thep, alas! rhenma-
tism set io tbe surviving organ of
vision, It nover left bim; when it
forsook his%ye it entered his limbs
and made bim helpless. Never was
a literary man more ocompletely
chained down by bis infirmities;
but still his work went on.

When the disease was troubling
his eye be was confined to a dark
room ; and he gave up society on
account of its effect-upon his nervous

able to gpdure a lmle light, “‘his ‘sis
ter fead to him many hours at a time,

histories ‘which God spard hun to
complete.

And how he studied! One whole
year/was given to the English and
the Latin ¢lassics ; then came a com-
plete - course of the language and
literature of France, and later be took
up Italian. . When he finally .decid.
ed to undertake the once famous
Spanish bistories which weré bis life’s
work he knew no Spanish, but: he
soon learned it. And he paid the
penalty. A new disorder attacked
his eye and he spent four months in
a dark room.: After that be gave up
making his own researches and
hired secretaries, who read to him
and afterward took note of his con-
clusions, During the reading of
several hundred volumes he made
his cars do the work of his eyes. It
was very difficult to find a satisfactory
reader, and several large volumes
were read to him by a person who
had mastered the pronunciation of
the finest Castilian, but. did not un-
derstand one word be read.

The difficulties encountered by the
historian did not grow less. Except
one row high in the wall, all the wid-
dows in his room were darkened;
and he was obliged to burn coke in
his grate instead of coal, not being
able to endure firelight. Of his
patience, I will only tell you that it
was three years and a half after be be-
gan to study  preparatory to. writing
“ Ferdinand and Isabella” before be
blocked out the first chapter. He
used a writing instrument intended
for the blind; for he always feared
the total loss of his sight. With this
he became very skilful, but even
without it his courage was such that
be would have found some other
way. When we realize that to his
especial infirmity was added ever-

must admit that in the history of
literature there.is no instance of such
a triumph over disheartening circum-
stances. For more than forty years
the struggle lasted, and the long row
of books of which he was the author
—not all them free from: error. or
prejudice, it “is true—testify to his
heroism,

He did not like to work: and still
be tviled like a galley-slave. He
loved nature.and still he could not
look upon the sky. . But'his brave
life left behiad it a lesson for us all.—

The poorest penmen are persons who
have never learned to use -a . type:
writer, but who, for the sake of the
peace of the world, ought to annex
ode at once.

¢ 1f those who write letters to the
press would only stop and consider
that their handwriting is entirely un-
known to the man who must read it
and that the best way to gain his
good grace is to write so he can read
it at a glance, they would advance
their own cause and quicken the
wheels of progress. But I hear some-
one say, editors are the worst penmen
of all. Granted, but the people who
put the editors’ writing in type grow
to kaow it, they ‘get onto the com-
bination’ and in time capn read .it
quite readily, The most irritating of
all penmen in Boston is a scholar
whose writing looks clear and legible;
the reader takes in a line at a glance
and rejoices; suddenly he comes
across a word which no telegraphic,
chirographic jor secret service code
on earth can unravel, It defies all
interpretation ; the telephone calls.up
the:scholar ; often he can not rem-
ember what he wrote, and often he
can not read the copy when it is be-
fore bim and cold.

¢ All these little quirks and twists
which are connected originally out of
odd conceits or whims, and at length
become a baneful and ruinous practice
and habit, have no meaning to the
person whose business it is to transe
late them. If those who indulge in
such lapses would merely pass their
manuscript over to a friend or an in
telligent servant in the house, these
bome _critics would certaioly ﬁnd
some difficulty in their interpretation,
and a revision would thus appear im-
perative, _The worst writing often
comes not from those who write for
pay, but from those who send plea-
sant personal notes.
