From that lime 
ap to his death he was a fearless ad­
vocate of the public questions 
wtioh he firmly and honestly be 
lieved. In private and commercial 
life ho was a man of remarkable 
ability. From very sm: 11 beginn­
ings he improved his position and, 
achieved a good competence. I re 
member that when yet a very young 
man, jast about the time he entered 
political life, he fcnilt two very fine 
ships for the British mar kit. He 
loaded them with the products of 
the country, and he did what was i 
remarkable thing for so exact a man 
sent them out without insuring 
them. Neither of his ahips 
ever heard of. It did not discon 
cert him in the least, although 
robbed him of the earnings of sever 
al years' labour at one swoop. But 
he went bravely forward in his busi­
ness as a merchant and amassée 
very much larger fortune in a few 
years and left his family in good 
circumstances. I have b.en asE 
ciated with him in private life, ai 
found him true to his Convictions, 
loyal to his friends, and frank and 
fair to everybody. I deeply de­
plore the loss which this H rose has 
mstained in the removal of my 
late colleague the Hon. Mr. Prowse.”

In an age when 
pagan ideas rash in in a mighty 
torrent to destroy the bnlworks oi 
faith and often carry away with 
them many a precious soul, in an 
age when atheism is eating out the 
vitals of social and Christian life, the 
Church stands in need of a press 
that is ready to explode the fallacies 
of infidelity and to bring into high 
relief the splendor of Christian 
truth. The Catholic press in 
America, in most oases at least, is 
presided over by men of ability and 
learning, many of courage and 
Christian zeal, men who are just 
fitted to do the work which they 
have undertaken bat, alas 1 they re­
ceive no inspiration, no encourage­
ment and no reward. It is not the 
fanU of the Catholic editors that we 
cannot boast of a strong Catholic 
press, bnt the fault of Catholic read­
ers, who fail to see the importance 
and the great advantage of a well- 
supported pres-’. In this field the 
lay apostolate can do an immense 
amount of good.

Coming Diamond Jubilee of Arch­
bishop Byre.

FIRST-CLASS

Oa March 19’ b inst will occur the 
most unique event which hks ever 
taken place in the Church in Soot 
land during the past three centuries, 
viz. : the Diamond Jubilee of His' 
Grace Archbishop Eyre’s elevation 
to the priesthood. The Archbishop 
was born at Aakam, Bryan Hall, 
York, on November 17, 1817, And 
has consequently entered into his 
84 h year. In January, 1889, he 
was consecrated Archbishop of 
Anagarbe, by Cardinal Reisaoh, and 
appointed Apostolic D*legate to 
Scotland, and was translated to the 
metropolitan see of Glasgow on 
March 12 b, 1878, so that if he is 
spared till next year he will see his 
silver JÀilee, as Archbishop of 
Glasgow. Under his fostering oare 
the Chnroh in the West of Scotland 
has advanced by leaps and bounds, 
and there has been a vast social im­
provement amongst his people. B. - 
fore hie coming Catholics did not 
assert themselves very much in pnb 
lie life, and were patronized and let 
alone by aspiring politicians and 
others, just as the fit seized them T 
Archbishop Eyre changed all that. 
Coming from an old English family, 
he at once found entrees into the 
best social circles, and now where a 
priest was once distrnstei, if not 
despised, he is held np as an exam­
ple which clergymen of other de­
nominations might well follow. 
Certainly both priests and p ople 
have gained much by the Arch­
bishop’s coming amongst them 
thirty-three years ago, and neither 
are unappreciative of the fact. Al­
ready steps are being quietly taken 
to show in some tangible manner 
how much His Grace 1$ appreciated 
by those he rules over, and the 19th 
of March promises to ha a red-letter 
day in the annals of the Scottish 
Chnroh. y
