During the peeeage the commodore made 
every overture for a peaceful conference 
with the chiefs of the various villages, 
and on arriving off Akebo he found the 
remains of the hawsers which obstructed 
the peeeage mod» feet to trees. On the 
evening of Slat July the vessels arrived 
off Stboguege. Here the natives #rins­
ed for tho first time e determination te 
prevent the vessels proceeding. The 
steam launch of her Majesty’s ship 
Active was sent to communicate; but 
they were informed through interpreters 
that if they came on shore they would 
bo shot. The natives also tired soon i 
afterwards on the vessels. During the 
night the commodore gave orders to fire 
occasionally over the town, with the 
hope the natives would yield. On the 
morning of the 1st August stockades 
end rifle pita were observed to be fully 
manned, and determined to return shot 
for shot. The guns of the gun-veeeele 
now opened fire with shell end shut, aed 
subsequently the marines and sailors 
were landed under a heavy fire from the 
enemy. The natives showed greet pleek, 
end disputed every foot of ground the 
whole length of the town—about six fur­
longs-finally arriving in a body et the 
end, under cover of bash and long grace, 
from which they oould only be dislodg­
ed by rockets and musketry. The lews 
wee then destroyed, the earthworks 
broken down, end oil the arme end am­
munition removed. The natives were 
unusually bold, often exposed themsel­
ves et quite close quarters. Our lose 
was ouu man killed, and five officers and 
nine men wounded, some very severely 
On the 2nd August the vessels arrived 
off Agteria. Here again a more deter­
mined opposition presented itself. The 
stockades were in perfect order, and the 
natives, in war paint end feathers, came 
boldly to the front and called out de­
fiantly to the troops to como oil The 
commodore again opened fire with shot 
end shell, end then landed mari nos and 
Bailors. The natives nevertheless still 
remained, and maintained a steady re­
sistance by firing on the marines aa they 
formed on the town. However, they 
were dispersed with-great loss. Many 
of the killed were ween. Thu town was 
destroyed and all tho earthworks. The 
The guns were removed. During tho 
engagement one mai* was taken prisoner 
and three men, slave», were released, 
who were to have been sacrificed in » few 
hours. The expedition reached Omit»ha 
170 miles from the sea, on the 6th of 
August. Here t he commodore and the 
consul Imd a long palaver with the King 
and finding no other opposition existing 
Lhe gun vessels returned to tho outer 
anchorage; but on passing tho town of 
Akebo mon were landed, and destroyed 
it, together with barrels of gunpowder 
found in it. The village was deserted, 
aa the natives knew too wall their guilt. 
It was here the hawser was stretched 
across the river.”
