BLAMED FOR THE CRASH.
President of Ontario Bank Denies the

Charge of Indifference of
Directors.

Toronto, Oct. 14—The Bank of
Montreal is in charge of the u!-
fairs of the Ontario Bank head
office.  Acting General Manager
Stewart was in charge from Mon-
treal. - Local Manager Braith-
waite, of the Front and Yonge
street institution will be in con-
trol of the situation afterwards.
The staff of employees of the On-
tar'o Bank will be continued at
their post for the present. G. R.
R. Cockburn stated that ;the li-
quidation wonld not exceed 7}
perY cent., and he was sanguine
about the results of -a liquidation.
The general opinion in banking
circles as to the causo of the col-
lapse is crystallized in the ex-
pression of a prominent financier
“Gross recklessness, total incapa-
city, with utter incompetence.”
These reflections were all direct-
»d towards the late general man-
ager. but it is also considered by
weil informed men that the On-
tario Bank has been a weak
rember on the list,; and would
be well out of the way. The
shareholders, of course, must be
prepared to lose, and perhaps lose

heavily, but the general public:

may have the most perfect. coa-
fidence in Ontario notes, and oth-
er circulation media.

President G. R. R. Cockburn
in a statement on Saturday made
it quite clear that the directors
were not' superceded by the trans-
fer to the Bank of Montreal, of
the Ontario Bank business. “We
and are as much interested. I do
are as much responsible as ever,
not know who is responsible for
initiating a prosecution if there
should be one, whether it is the
directors or the Bank of Mon-
treal or the government. Any-
bodycould do it who loses by the
wrong doing, but the matter has
not been discussed yet. We are
busy men now, not here to settle
questions of morality, but to
make money and to look after
the bank’s affairs.”” “And you
can say there never was a clean-
er little bank in’' its inside trans-
actions.  For the past four nights
there “has -been an . investigation
going .on, and banking men all
say there never was a better or
healthier business. Why! it was
so well thought of that we had a
proposal last June from the Royal
Bank to buy out the business and
we refused it we were so well
satisfied. I wish we had accept-
ed it now,” Mr. Cockburn added,
“for it would have prevented all
the speculation that has occurred
since which has been the cause
of the recent difficulty.”

“Then the speculations spoken
of have all been recent?”’

“So far as we know there was
nothing of the sort before the
month of July, but we are hav-
ing an expert acecountant now to
go through the books. I have no
more idea than yourself when he
can make a report. It may be
next week and it may be later.”

“It has been stated that the
cost of liquidation will be fifteen
per cent.”

“I will be very much surpris-
ed if it goes more than half that.
Why should it? <+ We are merely
settling the Bank of < Montreal
part of our assets.

and stated that the directors went
straight to the Bank of Montreal.
Mr. Cockburn did not think the
Josses would greatly exceed the
{ million and a quarter, generally
mentioned, and the exaggeration
of the books was merely a busi-
ness precaution.. Mr. Cockburn
said that matters had been so ar-
ranged that the commerce of the
country-was not affected. He did
not feel that he could add any-
thing to his signed statement.
“As to the future,” he added, “we
have some securities and lands
that can be realized on, and there
is the $150,000 paid by thé Bank
of Montreal. ‘We must save all
we can for our sharehélders. Of
course the public is not other-
wise Interested, the depositors
have not suffered a moment’s in-
convenience.”

LARGEST PROBLEM 1IN MUNI-
CIPALITY’S HISTORY.
(Wednesday’s Daily)

For mearly a month the city en-
gineer and the eity commissioners
have been figuring on estimates for
street paving and a street car line.
These estimates were prescnted to
the council last night and laid on
the table. The letter from the city
engineer pointed out that the-pav-
ing material should be ordered at
onee if it is to be:secured in time
for next year and this, together
with an estimate by Commissioner
Pace of the cost of laying a street
railway line brought directly before
the council ths largest . municipal
proposition that has yet facea Ed-

monton.

The city engineer’s letter to the
council last night made several al-
ternate paving - propesitions - sug-
gesting different streets to\be pgv-
e' Proposition No. 3 provided-for
paving :

Jasper avenue from Namayo to
Tenth street, a distance of 5,500
feet, in which there woul dbe 41,200
surface yards of paving.

First street, from Jasper to the

| C-N.R. depot, 2,000 lineal feet, 12,-

000 surface yards.

Namayo, from Jasper to Suther-
land, 3,000 lineal feet, 15,000 sur-
face yards.

Total, 68,200 surface  yards of
pavement,

The cost of this pavement in Ed-
monton may be approximateiy es-
timated at $3.50 a yard or for the
68,200 yards a total outlay of $238,-
700.

The estimate for a street railway
system also submitted by Commis.
sioner Pace reads as follow :

Oct.. 8, 1906.
REPORT OF COMMISSIONERS
NO. 157.

Detailed estimate of the cost of
building and operating a street
railway within the boundaries of
the City of Edmonton. This esti-
mate does not provide for the pur-
chase of any land for power build-
ings, car barms or terminals, as it
is posible vo utilize property al-
ready owned by the City for these
purposes. It is also intended using
the present power plant merely en-
larging it ‘where necesssary.

This estimatec is based on the
idea of having a doublé track from
Kinistino Ave. to Fourth St. and
a single track from Fourth to. St.
Catharine streets, also a belt linc
from the cormer of Kinistino to
Edmiston, west on Edmiston to
First, and south on First to con-
nection with main line on Jasper.
Should it be desirable to have an-
other linc south of Jasper this line
could be coupled . on"the ' double
track at corner of 'Jasper and
Fourth, along Fourth to” MacKay
avenue, west on MacKay to Four-
teenth St. and north on Fourteenth
to Jasper, the MacKay Ave. line,
however, is not included in this es-
timate. ;

The total distance of single track
is approximately 3 1-2 miles and of
double track 4-5 miles, The estim-
ated cost of which for material per
mile is $7,840.00 or a total of 827,-
440.00 and of grading and track
laying is $2,506 per wmile or a total
of $9,771.00. The estimated cost of
4-5 miles of double track is $19,-
977.38. Total cost of track, $57,188.-
38.

Equipment : 3 double trucks, ¢
motor cars at $3,200, $$9,600; 1 mo-
tor generator and biulding for
same including installation and
equipment,” $19,250; ' 1 electric
sweeper and snow plow, $5,000: ter-
minal switches and -car parns,
$5,000; contingencies, 5 per cent.,
$4,751.90.

Suggestions by the Dominion.

On the 10th inst. the resolutions
were presented to the Dominion gov-
ernment. The Dominion made cer-
tain suggestions to the provinces to
consider such subjects as the fisheries,
technical education, commercial tra-
velers’ tax, the taxing of companies
incorporated by the Dominion, so that
certain friction which existed might
be removed. There was no sugges-
tion of bargaining or anything of
that kind. At this meeting Messrs.
Whitney and McBride prepared a spe-
cial memorandum affecting their pro-
vinces. Mr. McBride also submit-
ted a telegram frofh the Vancouver
board of trade asking that the confer- |
ence consider a general h;\nln'upl(‘}"
law for the Dominion but this did not |
come within the scope of the confer-
ence.

On Thursday the 11th the subjects
referred to by the Dominion, were
considered by the conference, and on a
motion of Mr. Whitney, seconded by
Mr. Roblin, Messrs. Foy, Campbell
and COross were appointed to prepare
a resolution on the question of the Do-
minion  chartering companies ~which
were purely of a federal character.
