BOTAL BETROTHAL OF JAFAHWB.

! TOKYO (Canadian PfW»)—On the 
day of the announcement et Mi en­
gagement to Princess Nagake. the 
Prince Recent of Japan presented his
futur e consort with the historic 

' swoyd or betrothal, and to Anally seal 
the contract the Bmperor and Em­
press donated five rolls Of silk, a 
cask of sake and a box containing 
two tal, a variety of Ash. That, how­
ever, was only a very small part ot 
the ceremony. Early on the morning 
of the betrothal day Count Tokugaus 
the grand chamberlain to. the Em­
peror, through Viscount Makino, 
minister to the Imperial Household, 

‘told the Prince Regent that Prince 
Kuni, father of Princess Nagako, had 
"given Ms consent" to the nfiitch. The 
young Prince Regent wore the yel­
lowish brown court costume that for 
centuries has been the formal regalia 
of Japanese royalty. He received the 
minister in the famous Crysanthernum 
Hall of the imperial palaoe and, 
having heard-his miesagt, he accom­
panied Prince Kujo, the chief ritual­
ist. to the imperial shrine. There, he 
announced his engagement to the 
spirits ot his. ancestors. After that, 
the Prince Regent formally thanked 
the Bmperor and Empress and return­
ed to his own palace, where he re­
ceived the congratulations of the most 
prominent personages in Japan. A 
banquet followed and the Prjnee 
Regent was invested with the Pirst 
Class Order of the Crown, one of the 
highest of Japanese decorations. Then 
came the presentation of the be­
trothal sword to the Princess. The 
sword is a simple instrument about 
one foot long, hut made by the hast 
swordmaker in all Japan. On its 
handle le carved s crysanthernum, 
the crest of the Imperial house." Tlie 
presentation of the hales of silk, the 
wine and flsh came later, bat that did 
not terminate the ceremony. As an 
additional part of the betrothal ser­
vice Tokyo representatives of the 
royal house visited the great shrine 
of Ise, the Sun goddess and mythical 
ancestor of all Japan; the grave of 
JumMtt Tenno, the first emperor, and 
the Monoyama mausolea, where great 
men of old Japan lie burled; To the 
spirits of these departed giants it 
was announced that the future ruler 
of the kingdom has chosen the girl 
who some day would be the first lady 
of the land.
