An important characteristic of this Institution 
is its maturely organised actual business system, 

whereby the College is made a type or model not 
only of an extensive business house, but even of a 
large, trading community Another distinctive 
feature of this College is that it attempts no ex­
traneous teaching. Its work is one, and to the 
accomplishment of that work every elfort is direct­
ed. Just as the University and Grammar Schools 
must be separate institutions, so the Commercial 
College and the Elementary Hclmol must be dis­
tinct. Common sense and experience alike show 
tliât such a combination is not compatible with 
ulllciency.

The time required to complete the full course 
varies considerably, according to the attendance, 
attention and ability of each student. Young men 
however are earnestly motioned against the injuri­
ous practice of hurrying through the course from 
tile mistaken idea that they will thus be gainers by 
the saving of money in the item of board. Inlinitcly 
more advantageous would it be to the student, 
since his full course of tuition is already paid for, 
to incur the comparatively small additional expen­
se of a few weeks board in order to make himself 
completely master of the course ; and thus, by a 
small present outlay, qualify himself for some lu- 
curativv situat ion. The crudncss that such haste 
entails is highly detrimental, not only to the stu­
dent himself, but also to the College where lie 
graduates ; and, besides, it brings opprobium on 
Commercial Col leges generally. The common prac­
tice, therefore, oj'jioldingout this crowding sys­
tem as an inducement to students is most decept­
ive and highly reprehensible.

Extraordinary Destruction of Farm 
Property by Fire in Scotland

The numerous destructive fires that 
have’recently occurred on farm steadings 
in Edinburgh and adjoining counties, are 
exciting so much attention throughout 
the district, that a feeling of alarm, ap­
proaching in some places almost to u panic 
lias begun to prevail in regard to them. 
Commencing with Friday, the 28th of last 
month, we have to recall the occurrence 
on that day of a disastrous conflagration 
on the farm of Harelaw, tenanted by Mr 
George Wilson, by which a whole range 
of barns, together with the extensive and 
valuable machinery in the steam mill, 
and a quantity of barley and oilcake, were 
de oyed. On the following Monday— 
th lays afterwards—a serious destruc- 
ti ’ property took place on D. Calder s 
fai c Oxenrig. The coc.onts of the 
sti; yard,consisting of seventy-five stacks 
— Deluding two of hay, the produce of 37 
acrye of land, and weighing 6000 stones— 
were totally consumed. On Saturday, 
Oct. 5th, there was again a great fire, this 
time on Dodridge Farm, East Lothian, 
belonging to Mr Archibald Ainslie. In 
the course of two hours a valuable mill 
and meal-liouse, a straw house and exten­
sive ranges of cattle sheds, were destroy­
ed. Nothing could be discovered to ex­
plain the cause of this fire. Thursday,
