An illicit whiskey distillery on a large 
scale has been discovered in -rear of 
Renfrew, Ont.

A great sensation was caused in town 
this morning by a widely circulated ru­
mor that Dunn, alias Sullivan, had been 
arrested at Sarnia, and was coming on 
the train due here at eleven o’clock. We 
made enquiry before the train arrived, 
and ascertained that the rumor originat­
ed in a statement made by an employee 
on the Grand Trank passenger train 
which passes here eastward at 3.05 a.m. 
He told Mr. Murray, who was on night 
duty at the station, that Dunn had been 
arrested at Sarnia, that he had been 
identified by means of a breastpin which 
he had stolen from a son of a G. T. R. 
switchmen here, and that he would pro­
bably be along on the eleven o’clock 
train. Mr. Oxnard learned by telegraph 
from Stratford, after this train has pass­
ed there, that the railway officials there 
knew nothing of the reported arrest. 
The Sarnia officials w^re equally ignorant 
of any arrest. However, tho rumor had 
spread on the wings of the wind, and a 
crowd of two or three hundred people 
gathered on the platform, only to go 
away disappointed, for ho arrested felon 
was on the train. If Dunn had arrived, 
it is probable that he would have been 
roughly handled, if not actually lynched.

Since the foregoing was written, a tele­
gram has-been received, at noon, from 
the Chief of Police at Sarnia, which dis­
poses of the rumor entirely.

Tho twenty-fifth anniversary of the 
accession of Victor Emanuel to the throne 
of Sardinia was celebrated on Monday 
throughout Italy.

The friends of temperance in Montreal 
are getting np a monster petition for pre­
sentation to the Dominion Parliament. 
Ladies are taking an active part in the 
movement.

The Massachusetts Legislature talks of 
a law prohibiting the catching of trout 
less than three inches in length. When 
anglers feel a bite, will they have to wade 
in and measure the trout before they 
land him ?

The Elephant restaurant, St. Thomas 
was burned on Monday morning. The 
adjoining stores of A. Hutson and J. 
Wilkinson Wtere badly damaged. The 
total loss is large.

The Emperor of Morocco is to visit 
Englandgiext summer. He has become 
infected with the spirit of progress,and 
wants to see the marvels of European 
civilization. A firm of London engin­
eers are now negotiating with the Em­
peror in reference to the introduction 
of railways into Morocco.

Typhoid fever is very prevalent in 
Belleville, and particularly ih the busi­
ness portion of the town. It is evident, 
says the Intelligencer, the disease is the 
result of local causes, and the Council 
should loss no time in taking measure': 
for the enforcing of proper sanitary re­
gulations.

Tho Ghina Mail reports that a dreadful 
sentence had been passed at Yeddo on a 
woman who connived at the murder of 
her husband, and married his brother the 
murderer, viz., that of being torn to 
pieces by bullocks. The man is to be 
crucified, and then tortured with spear 
wounds.

Thunder Stobm.—A heavy thunder 
storm visited Meaford on Thursday last. 
The lightning struck a barn belonging to 
Mr. Sanford Blanchard, setting fire to it, 
and destroying the buildings and stables 
attached, with four fine horses, and a 
quantity of hay, oats and wheat. The 
loss is about 8800 ; no insurance.

It is said that on the new time table 
of the Grand Trunk Railway, to bo issu­
ed about the, end of the month, there 
will be advertised a lightning express 
train, running 'from Boston to Chicago 
without change of cars, which will make 
the distance between Montreal and To­
ronto in eleven hours. A new outfit, in 
the shape of air-brakes and the latest 
improvements to ensure safety and com­
fort, is being prepared for this new 
train.

A case of some interest came up at 
the Division Court in London the other 
day. A man named Taylor, who had 
bet that Carling would have 150 ma­
jority, refused to sanction the payment 
of the bet, and he now sues the stake­
holder to recover the amount of the bet, 
$50. After hearing the evidence a ver­
dict was given by censcnt for the defen­
dant, the legal'point to be argued before 
the County Jùdge.

The Hamilton Spectator describes the 
case of a hog that was entombed in a 
bank of ice near that city for over six 
weeks, and came out alive after a hole 
had been chopped in his prison house. 
He was a mere wreck of his former self, 
however, being reduced to a skeleton. 
He had lived three weary weeks in a 
hole lees than four feet in dimensions.

He only survived a few hours on being 
rescued, the pure air and exercise of 
removal proving too mtich for his weak 
constitution.

Canon Kingsley delivered a lecture 
on Westminster Abbey, in Montreal, on 
Monday evening,before alarge audience. 
Apropos of Canada, he declared hie 
belief that the loyalty of the Canadians 
to the mother country was sound and 
true, and stated that the separation, if 
it should occur, would be like that be­
tween a father rnd a grown-up son. He 
maintained that the -English people 
wished to hear and know more of us, 
and affirmed that as England had not 
been unfaithful to the strongest colony 
in the past, neither would she prove 
unfaithful in the future.

From Manitoba.
We have pleasure in publishing the 

following interesting letter from Mr. 
Thomas Anderson, late of Guelph Town­
ship, to a relative.

Kildonan, Feb. 16,1874.
We are all in^good health, and begin 

to feel ourselves at home here. Some of 
our goods arrived last week and we ex­
pect the remainder this one. The winter 
here has been very pleasant,, a week or 
so very cold, bnt on the whole we think 
the weather more agreeable than the * 
changeable winter of Ontario. We have 
no thaw ; the roads are always dry under 
foot. We have more sunshine—some­
times warm enough to melt the snow on 
the roofs and sidewalks in the city.

I need not say anything about the 
country to you. We have no romantic 
scenery to charm the traveller. Hill and 
date are words never applicable in our 
part of the Prairie Province, and yet we 
speak of a mountain about 10 miles from 
ns and which wo see in the distance, but 
that is only about 80 feet high at the 
most, and ik simply a ridge of limestone 
rock and gravel running across - the 
country—very useful in its way though, 
as tfys lime and stone used in our rising 
city is brought from thence. A person 
standing and looking over the country 
would think it a level plain, but in tea* ■ 
veiling along you meet rivers running in 
channels 50 or 60 feet deep, which you 
overlook in the distance, and only see 
when you are on the very banks. You 
meet dry ravines too, when in spring the 
water from the prairie rushes to the 
rivers, wearing the clayey banka wider 
and deeper. Car rivers are all wooded 
on their banks, unless where the fire or 
axe has destroyed them. The east side 
of the Red River is almost a continuous 
wood from Winnipeg to Stone Fort, 20 
miles, and some placesonboth sides. We 
have bought a lot on that side, 64 acres, 
for the sake of the wood, as the wood 
lot belonging to onr farm is 16 or more 
miles away.

The neighbors are all native-born, ex­
cept a few of the old Selkirk settlers 
from Sntherlandshire. They are gene­
rally comfortable in their circumstances, 
and take things easy. The young soon 
make acquaintances, and ours are visit­
ing or being visited almost every even­
ing, like others fond of amusement. They 
enjoy all the privileges here you have in 
Guolph.% The church is near, and a ser­
mon twice on Sabbath, besides Sabbath 
School and prayer meetings, libraries, 
tfcc. Janet teaches in a stone school 
house within half a mile ; she could have 
got a higher salary 12 miles distant, but 
here she boards at home and preferred 
it. The school is close to the Presby­
terian College and Chnrcb. There is a 
settlement of Ontario people 6 or 8 miles 
distant in Springfield and Sunnyside, 
bnt I have neyçr been there. Others are 
settled in Rook'wood and Victoria, 12 or 
more miles away, bnt the most of them 
go np the Assidiboine, 75 or 100 miles 
distant. 1 think, however, we havydone 
well in settling here, as land in this loca­
lity will rise in value fast, with a market 
for every thing at the door.

The city is growing very rapidly, and 
the public buildings to be erected this 
summer by the Dominion Government 
and a bridge over the Red River will 
draw great numbers of workmen. The 
buildings in Winnipeg are generally of 
wood; some stores and hotels are of 
brick. They, do not take long to build ; 
some have been rushed up this winter 
since we came. The Hudson Bay Com­
pany own the forts and warehouses 
called Fort Garry. The Government 
rented part of it for the Volunteeis, and 
the Governor lives in one of the buildings 
still, but most of the soldiers live in the 
new barracks a little farther up tho 
Aseimboine. Oh the other side of Red 
River opposite the city is St. Boniface, 
the seat of Bishop Tache and, the Cathe* . 
dral, built of stone, with its college and 
schools adjoining. You will very seldom 
see a priest in the city ; its inhabitants 
are mostly from Ontario. The churches 
are very plain buildings, built when the 
place was small. The Methodists have 
the best, but the Presbyterians talk of 
building a new one. But there are 
churches on the river banks every few 
miles. Tho customs and dress of the 
people here differ a little on account of 
climate, Ac., from yonrs. In winter the 
natives all wear moccassins on the feet, 
and in the country Canadians do the 
same. Then they nearly all wear capotes 
on the head and a sash round the waist, 
with large mits lined with flannel or fur 
for the hands. The dress of the ladies’ 
more nearly resemble yours in church ; 
you could not tell any difference, at least 
I .see none. There are a number of pure 
Indians around a camp or two not far 
from us. I know not how they live- 
begging, selling baskets, Ac.,—working 
as little as possible. They seem a de­
graded race, very unlike the red men of 
the novelist. Many of them maybe seen 
in Winnipeg loafing around in their gro­
tesque finery—scarlet coats, bead work 
and the blanket, as usual; bnt these are 
the pariahs of the race ; we have not 
seen the best. _
