“By shoplifters, yes; in a small way
and occasionally, the same as others,”
was the reply, “but I should like to see
the burglar that wonld tackle our safe.”

He then described to me the strong
room, where all the stock was kept at
night, and I think I have never before
or since heard of such an ingenious
piecé of mechanism. First of all, each
trayi of goods, as it: was lifted from ‘the
window or showcase; was placed upon

slittle steel tramway which ran under
the counter and slid the cases into the
strong room, a dial in the wall register-
ing the number that passed in or out. .
‘At 7. 'p m..an alarm. rang 'and. the
door of :the strong’room shut by itself,
for it was what is called “a clock: lock,
a olock inside ‘the rooni: performing this
office automatically, and opening the

door again at 9 every morning except
Sundays, Good Fridays, and the usual

other holidays which were duly allowed

for in the mechanism.
“But,” I said, “Good Friday and
Easter Monday are not fixed dates, so

how ix that done?”

THE CLOCK LOCK.
I was told that the works of the

clock had a calendar barrel ~which ar.
ranged all these datesfor a year, and

was altered every 1st of January by
the inventor of the apparatus, the for-
man, a Swiss named Schwarz. The room

itsolf was built of cast iron bricks lock
ed together by spring dove-tail; it had
no windows, but 'was ventilated by
holes pierced through in ‘zigsag direc

tiona, and & lamp burned there day and

night. The clock which - opened - and
shut the door was nat - visible; it/ was
built up in the iron walls, and ‘how it
was got at to wind or alter it was only
known to the inventor and the head of
the firm. It kept absolute time, and
they said it could never stop without
warning, even if the mainapring snap-
ped, but I don’t know how -that was
managed. The door of the safe opened
outward, and during the day was open-
ed and shut and’locketl 'with at ' ordin-
ary lock like any other daor, but during
the figlit no' forte save ' artillery or a
steam yam could move it
