Sir Matthew B. Begbie, C. J.—In this 
case the defendants are applying to have 
judgment entered up for them or for a new 
trial, the jury having found a verdict for 
the plaintiffs for $3,000 for an alleged 
breach of a contract, whereby the defend- 
ants had agreed to deliver 400 volumes, 
printed in a certain type, and on a specific 
style of paper, •“ to be bound and got up in 
all respects equal to a sample to be 
submitted and approved by the plain­
tiffs ^not later than the thirteenth 
July. No such sample has ever been pro­
duced or submitted at all, or in fact ever 
existed, either on the thirteenth July or at 
the trial, or up to the present time. The 
defendant, nevertheless, printed and bound 
a number of volumes, which he tendered as 
being in accordance with the contract. 
These volumes were rejected by the plain­
tiffs, on the ground that they were not 
bound as the contract stipulated. The 
whole claim and counter-claim, action and 
cross-action turn on this point ; the plain­
tiffs claim damages for the non-fulfilment of 
the contract, the defendant claims dam- 
^!uforcthe ‘“Proper rsjjstion of his work. 
Although, as stated, no sample was ever 
préparés 6r approved, it is alleged that at 
an interview between plaintiffs and de­
fendants, subsequent to the contract and 
before the action, it was verbally agreed 
that the volumes contracted for were to be 
delivered bound and got up in a style which 
should be a “ compromise ” between two 
volumes then produced, and afterwards 
shown to the jnry at the trial (exhibits F 
and G). Now, the two volumes are nearly 
as different as any two of the same size and 
shape oan well be, the one being in “ split 
cowhide,” the other in “full Russia.” 
What can be the meaning of a compromise 
between cowhide and Russia leather? As­
suming that this verbal agreement 
added to the written agreement (and 
Chambers v. Kelly, 7 W. App. C. L. 231 
(1873) was cited for that, and is, I think, a 
much weaker case), this proposed “ com­
promise ” leaves matters really as indefinite 
as they were before. I thought at first 
that the plaintiffs might complain that the 
defendants had broken the contract in other 
respects; but they do not complain of any 
other breach than this, viz., that the copies 
delivered were not equal to the approved 
sample. It seems to bave escaped every­
body’s attention at the trial that there 
never has been a sample in existence at all, 
and that it is quite impossible for any jury or 
any tribunal whatever to decide whether 
the agreement has or has not been com­
plied with, for it is abundantly clear that 
the plaintiffs and defendants never had any 
model to work up to, so that, in fact, 
there never 
It is not only 
party has not agreed to that which the 
other has proposed, as there never has been 
put forward any proposition to agree to.

In all this my brothers Crease and Drake 
quite agree. It follows that the plaintiffs, 
asking damages for breach of an agreement, 
must fail, and so the judge at the trial 
would doubtless have directed, if his atten­
tion had been drawn to the defect. But the 
defendants, by their counter claim, 
damages, viz., payment, for the vol. 
which they tendered, and which they say 
were finished in accordance with this so- 
called contract. Evidently they are under 
the same impossibility of proceeding. They 
cannot prove that tney have bound these 
volumes according to the sample. The ver­
dict chnnot stand, and the only question is, 
what is to become of the action ? It seems 
quite absurd for us to send it down to be 
tried again, when the only ground for set­
ting aside the first trial is that there is not 
and never has been anything to try. The 
only reasonable course for us is to follow! he 
case of Adams v. Coleridge, which I cannot 
find in any reports. That was an action for 
libel, m which the defendant pleaded 
privilege. The jury found for the plaintiff 
with, I think, £3,000 damages. On apply­
ing for a new trial, or to have judgment 
entered for defendant, on the ground that 
the trial judge should have withdrawn the 
case from the jury, the Divisional Court 
held that it was undoubtedly a privileged 
occasion and no special malice, and should 
have been withdrawn from the jury • thev 
therefore did not send the action again to 
be tried, but at once directed it to be en­
tered up for the defendant.

Possibility of Pullman Car Shops 

—The Train Robbers.

Tacoma, Nov. 29.—The wheat receipts 
here average nearly fifty carloads per day. 
Since the beginning of November there 
have been 1,530 carloads received. The in­
dications are that this season will aggregate 
five million and a half bushels.

The visit of the investigation committee 
of the Northern Pacific to this city is 
ing much uneasiness among officials whose 
quarters are here. Rumors of the misman­
agement of several departments has put 
them on the uneasy seat.

A well authenticated rumor to-day is that 
the C.B. & Q. Railway had closed the deal 
for the purchase of $200,000 worth of land 
in the southern suburb of this city, and a 
more startling rumor is that the Pullman 
Car company had purchased $175,000 
worth of land between the city proper and 
the Northern Pacific shops at Edison. This 
rumor was quietly circulated a few weeks 
ago, but was being suppressed by those who 
are supposed to be on the inside. The 
employes^ of the N.P. R. claim, however, 
that their superior officers had quietly 
advised them to purchase all the real estate 
they could in the southern part of the city, 
and this is where the Junett tract lies. 
Should these purchases prove to be facts, 
real estate in this city will jump like it did 
in the boom five years ago. Already there 
are many excited owners talking of the 
deals. As a matter 
perty owners are 
reason that should the Pullmans build 
their Pacific Coast shops in this city, it 
would furnish work for hundreds of 
mechanics, and this is what is needed in all 
the northwestern cities to put them 
solid footing and stiffen prices.

The informant of the correspondent says, 
however, that while the Emperor’s physi­
cian haa made these admission's, men of 
higher scientific reputation, who have been 
called for consultation within the last two 
years, do not believe in this theory of a 
mild illness. ' In such a case any inattention 

■ to the discharge or suspension of treatment 
at a critical time may place the Emperor in 
the gravest peril. The membrane may at 
any time thicken over the roof of the tym­
panum, and a perforation of the membrane 
might be followed by fatal results. The 
Emperor is beloved by the men opposing 
the theory of mild illness to be suffering 
from a tumorous or cancerous affection, and 
as the former is more common they incline 
to the belief that the disease is cancerous 
This conclusion is partially justified in view 
of the case of the present Emperor’s father, 
Frederick, who died of cancer in the 
throat. Concerning the nature of the Em­
peror’s present illness no exact information 
is obtainable, but apparently he has only 
one of his periodical attacks, accompanied 
by the symptoms already described. Dur­
ing each attacks he abstains from work as 
much as possible and avoids the cold. 
Otherwise he is able to follow the usual 
routine.

The decision of the Government to estab­
lish a protectorate in Uganda and practi­
cally oust the British East Africa Company 
as far as their administration of the affairs 
of the colony goes, meets with everv expres­
sion of approval. The difficulty which the 
Government has now to surmount is the 
finding of a suitable commissioner to take 
charge of affairs. The trouble in this mat­
ter lies in the fact that the most able men 
know too much of East Africa and its cli­
mate to accept such a position. Lord Rose­
bery is now hunting for a man who will be 
physically and otherwise fit for the position 
who has not any special prejudices, and who 
will be able to take hold of the office and 
administer its duties impartially. Such a 
man is apparently difficult to find. Mr. 
Jephson, who was generally regarded from 
his knowledge of affairs m Africa to be the 
most available man for the position, is un­
derstood to have formed opinions on the 
subject which preclude the possibility of his 
appointment. Sir Charles Enan Smith is 
spoken of as a possible candidate for the 
position.
