United States Steel Shipments to Be 
Made by Way of Montreal.

Cleveland, Ohio, Oct. 10.—The Car­
negie Steel Co. has taken the first step 
towards the building up of all-water 
transportation of export steel and iron 
from Lake Erie ports to Europe, in char­
tering four vessels to load with steel at 
Conneaut, Ohio, and steam through via 
the Welland canal and the St. Law­
rence to Liverpool. Their capacity is 
about 2,500 tons each, with draught of 
18 feet of water.

KILLED HIS WIFE.

And Now Sues For the Insurance on 
Her life.

Philadelphia, Oct. 10.-A suit to re­
cover insurance on the life of his wife, 
whom he killed on December 31, 1893, 
has been commenced in this city by 
Prof. Swithin C. Shortlidge, who is now 
residing in Kennett square, in Chester 
county. The suit, which is to recover the 
sum of $7,032 from the Provident Life 
& Trust Company, is one of the most re­
markable in the history of life insurance. 
In November, 1893, Prof. Shortlidge mar­
ried as a second wife Miss Marie Dixon 
Jones, and everybody pronounced it a 
happy marriage. Shortly after this the 
professor began to act strangely. Six 
weeks after the marriage Prof. Short­
lidge rommanded his wife to go out with 
him for a walk in the snow. A short 
distance from the house he drew a re­
volver and shot her through the heart. 
He then made an attempt to commit 
suicide, but was disarmed by a neighbor. 
In the trial which followed, Prof. Short­
lidge was acquitted on the ground of in­
sanity, and was confined in an asylum
