Paris, March 16.—The Temps corre-
spondent at St. Petersburg asserts that
a Russian army corps is descending
from Vladivostock toward Korea. He
adds that Port Arthur has a garrison
of 30,000 men, and is provisioned for
a year.

The Russian ministry of marine,-the
Temps corr ndent further ' asserts,
claims that Japan’s losses: sinee the
opening of the war, are four cruisers
and five torpedo boat destroyers and the
machinery of a 12,000 ton battleship se-
riously injured.

The correspondent concludes’ his des-
pateh with asserting that the concentra-
ition .of Russian troops at Mukden and
iHarbin- is considered as terminating the
danger from a Japanese landing in the
northern part of the bay of Korea.
