THE OPENING OF THE HOUSE.

No incident of special interest char-
acterized the proceedings of the open-
ing of the House Thursday aftermooun.
Everything was purely formal. As a
funetion the opening partook of the na-
ture of similar functions for years past,
and, therefore, no particular refereuce
is due to ‘the ocecasion. :

“The, many friends of
His Honor the Lieutenant-Governor
were pleased to note the physical good
form in which he appeared, and the
steady, clear voice in which he read
the Speech from the Throne.

All present at the open-
ing were aware of the' severe affliction
through - which he has passed, and
while they felt. that sympathy for him
‘to which all persofis under simflar cir-
cumstances are entitled, they were re-
joiced that he 'has borne this misfortunes
so well and that he is able to perform
his official duties with increased strength
and energy.

Regarding the Speech from the
Throue itself, the Colonist yesterday
fairly well indicated its general tenor.
It is not a lengthy document; but who
will deny that it is not meaty and prac-
tical. It was not anticipated that there
would be a lonz programme to occupy
the attention of the legislators; and, in-
deed, the country is to be congratulated
upon the. fuect. The tendency to add
legislation uwpon the iStatute Books has
been a weakness of British Columbia
parliaments in the past. The Speech
from the ‘Throne presents ‘a few defi-
nite and important matters for consid-
eration and enactment and nwve trust, so
far as possible to see attention confined
to these.

There are but three or four subjects
that need special comment. One is the
state of the Provincial finances. towards
improving which the cfforts of the G ov-
ernment have been principally devoted.
It is gratifying to yote that at last an
equilibrium  betwee expenditure and
revenue has been reached. Under ordi-
uary circumsiances we de not believe
that that coundition of affairs can con-
tinue, and at the same time afford suf-
ficienit funds for the adequate develop-

IMPROVING OUR PROVINCIAL
SHECURITIES.

Under the provisions of the Colonial
Stock: Act, 1879 and 1892, as amended
in 1900 (Imperial), the powers of trus-
tees in the United Kingdom have been
extended, and provision has been made
for the investment of trust funds in
Colonial Securities, under regulations to
be made by the Lords Commissioners
of the Treasury. 'This statement, as it
appears in the preamble to Captain Tat-
low’s resolution, the notice of which
is given in the Votes and Proceedings of
the Legislative Assembly, refers to a
matter of very conmsiderable importance
to the Province of British Columbia.
Briefly stated, a number of the self-
governing colonies, nearly all, have tak-
en advantage of the provisions of the

becomes available, for investment in
colonial securities, and has a decided
tendency to inerease the demand. There

various vinces of Canada should not
be included in the list of favored stocks
and ‘be benefited in the same way. It
would mean raising the price of Brit-
ish «Columbia inscribed stock, for in-
stance, from three to five cents. It is,
therefore, of very great i rtance in-
deed. The States of. the Commonwealth
of. Australia, which stand in practically
the same relation to the Federal Gov-
ernment there as the Provinces of Can-
ada do to the Dominion, enjoy such
privilege.

I have
found it very valoable to myself and
many others, and am ready to guarantee
any one water with one exception, and
that is, when bed rock is struck mnear the
surface. In one case the parties found the
Ied rock soft, and sunk In it and got a
good spring. ‘Dhe professor talks of vibra-
tion. ete. What vibration can there be
with 80 feet of solid earth between the
man and the spring, or in a building with
the floor several feet from the ground, or
seated in a wagon going along a road?
Yet I have tested it in all these positions
and have found it satisfactory. I have
used sticks from different kinds of wood,
and found them much the same to me; the
people that have sunk several wells and
feiled, or parties without water in summer
ocght to be judges of its use. I have visit-
ed several such places, and a few I will
mention, well known people, such as Mr.
R. P. Rithet, Mr. Shotbolt, Mr. T. Ed-
wards the jeweler, the Muirs at Sooke and
Porier at Otter Point. It ought to require
the eloguence of several professors to per-
snade these parties that there is mothing
In it. I might suggest that the professors
Lad better go back to the old theory of
the witch stick, as it used to be ca'led.
The witches are supposed to be abroad at
midnight, and that was the time I was
born; but I do not remember seeing any
around at that time. More might be zald
on the subject, but I am inclined to ‘eave
that to others; but If any one would 1 ke
to experiment to try and find the cause I
am ready to assist taem.
