While Kossuth was still at Southampton
I received a letter from my brother Henry
informing me that he had just received
information that Palmerston was going to
receive Kossuth, and he entreated
me,  if I had apy influence with
the government to try and prevent
such an outrage, and that he be-
lieved if it was done Buol would be re-
called, Thinking that it would be an out-
rage, and one in all probability attended
with serious consequences, I resolved to
write to John Russell at once, I sent him
a copy of my brother’s letter, only putting
the names in blank, said that the
