The Fire-Drill in Schools.

It is with keen satisfaction that the parents
of the city learned that in actual danger the
fire-drill in the public schools has proven a
complete success. It was'in the Victoria-
street school. At 2.45 work was quietly pro-
gressing in the junior second-class room,
when firs burst through the floor in the aisle
immediately between two rows of boys, The
room was occupied by some 70 boys and

girls, averaging about 10 years of age. On pay.

observing the fire 'the children at once
* jumped from their seats and ‘danger seemed
imminent, but the plucky little teacher, Miss
Wilson, was equal to the trying occasion and
ordered all to be seated. The order was
promptly obeyed. A boy was sent to the
ball-way to:bring & ' pail of * water standing
near, but this proving insufficient the head-
master, Mr. Clark, was summoned. He
seizad a patent chemical pump and ordering
a boy to follow him, hurried upstairs
to the scene of the fire. - The first pump
failing to put out the flames a boy
was despatched to give the fire-drill
alarm and call the city fire brigade.
Meantime the children in Miss Wilson'sToom
kept perfect order. Within two minutes
after the sounding of the fire-drill signal the
whole sehool of several hundred children had
quietly marched down the stairs and taken
up their positions in ranks in the yards,
where they were found when the firemen
arrived. The children in the burning room
were the last to leave the building. For-
tunately the second pump had extinguished
the flames, so that the services of the brigade
were not. required. It was only on their
arrival that any signs of fear were manifest-
ed by the children, the excitement causing
. the kindergarten children to cry.

Shortly after the fire Inspector Hughes ex-
pressed himself as highly pleased at the con-
duct of Miss Wilson and,in fact,of all concern-

* ed. He took also a pardonable satisfaction in
relating that the fire-drill was originated by
himself. The idea first occurred to him years
ago on reading of a fatal school fire in St.
Louis, He perfected a system and 1n a short
time it was introduced in the city schools
with the suceess which Friday’s occurrences
indicate. In imitation of Toronto the sys-
tem has been tdken up in England.

This episode is notéworthy. The remark:
able steadiness displayed by Miss Wilson in
ordering the frightened children to be seated,
the obedience inspired in the little 10-year-
olds by her ealnjiiess, the discipline shown by
the school as a Whole in obeying the fire-
drill signal, and ""especiully in remaining in
order in the yard unwatched by the teachers
while .the firemen took possession of the

_ building, and lastly in marching in again
and composadly resuming work when all was
‘over—these things are not only remarkable
in themselves, but particularly pleasing as
showing the thorough uature of the training
given in our schools, Toronto may well be
proud of her teachers, scholars and school

ystem.
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The Sugar Duties.

Canadians have no reason to complain of
the price they pay for their sugars. If, how-
ever, they could procure them at a cent or so
cheaper, they would offer no objection. The
GGovernment can bring this about without
departing from its protective principles by
admitting the raw material free of duty. It
is not produced in Canada. Alrea.y the pre-
sent Government hasput tea and coffee upon
the free list, and to add raw sugar would be
extending the principle and cheapening the
necessaries of the poor man’s table. \ Such
departure would also stimulate reflning in
Canada. The greatest obstacle in the Wway
is “the ” loss of revenue which the
chatige would entail.

be able to do, though a quorum of seven.
It is harder to get five men sufficiently of a
common interest to agree together to work
outa scheme, especially if they represent
different wards and interests. Thirteen
wards are not too many. Thirty-nine alder-
men are not too man -for 200,000 people.
One alderman for 500(3 people, or say 1000
voters, ig not oo many: A good man well
&nown to his few neighbors is more likely to
succeed in his election with that few thaa he
is with a large number of yoters personall
unknown toiim and he to them. The whole
thing is & palpable mistake, Citizens should
wale up and not albw their elective and
representative privileges to be wrested from
them by & majority of pseudo Liberals, CiIT.
