A well-known London publisher, C.

Kegnn Paul, tells in the Fortaightly
what be knows of the production of
books and the course they run. Man's
books like all his works, and like man
him elf, pass sooner or later into oblis
vion. Myriads are produced yearly,
and an equal number pass out of
buman recollection. The first essential '
to a book is that the author should
have a cultivated mind, and have a
« yocation® to write. ‘The next ‘is to
write well and have the manuscript
carefully corrected. Another.is to ‘hit'
the popular demand of the hour, Let
young aspirants to authorship be
encouraged by the fullowing statemem:‘
« Whatever it be, will be carefully and
kindly considered by the publisher.
No author need ever seek an introdue-

tion to a publisher, nor fear that a M

8. will not be examined. Good suthors

are too rare for publishers to run the

risk of passing them over; and it Is
quite certain that there is no respect-

able firm who does not give just 8o

much attention as it is due to every M.

8. offered to them' *In the literary

market good wares are willingly taken

and fetch their full price.

About the cost of books, and their
value to the author and publigher, the
writer has much to say. A vast num-~
ber of books, good and useful, never
get beyond a very limited sale. Mr
Paul says that the sale of the copyright
by the author to the publisher is the
most satisfactory mode of publishing
for the author. But that the royalty
plan is the most equitsble. A third
plan is to publish for the author on
commission, the publisher taking no
risk. This is the favorite plan with
persons who have some cash to spare
and whose merits as authors are not
very manifest.

Amateur publishing is almost always
a failure. Even Ruskin’s fame and ar-
tistic skill could not make it succeed.

The importance of clear and careful
writing is shown by Mr. Paul; the cost
of correcting proof is often great and is
a source of dispute ard trouble. The
printer corrects only his own mistakes ;
for all other errors and changes the
publisher or author must pay. It costs
more to make corrections after the
page is * made up ’ than when the mat-
ter is in slips.—The weight of the type
required to print 500 octavo pages is
about 25 ewt., exclusive of all the * fix-
ings.'— When the type is set up it is
usual to take an impression of each
page in plaster of Paris or in paper
mache. Type metal is poured in these
moulds, and thus we have * stereotype’
plates from which new editions may
be printed as required.

The finest English books were print-
«from 1755 to 1786 from type beauti
fully designed by Hogarth, for Basker-
ville. The best types are now French.

Paper is not as good as 1t used to be.
such vast quantities being made by ma
chinery, and® so little by hand. The

, average printing is much better than
in previous centuries, but the Lest is
_not so good—not equal to the Aldines
and Baskervilles. Machinery, however
useful, destroys that highest art which
demands the human touch.

Paper was first made by machinery
-in 1803, in Hertfordshire. ‘Paper has
been made of wood, hay and stubble;
and in Sweden of horse manure. But
nothing equals linen rags.

On the Continent books are usually
put up in flimsy paper covers. Most
of Renan’s library consists of books
thus covered,—bound volumes being
rare.

Cut edges are objected to by publish
ers because the margin is thus render-
ed too narrow and the beauty of the
page marred. But the demand for cut
edges is increasing ; and on this side
of the Atlantic is almost irresistable.

About Trees,

When a tree is taken up to replant
it should always be marked, so as to
replant as it first grew—the north side
to the porth. When planted in sandy
or light soil, a clay basin bottom should
always be put in first to hold the was
ter, and then loam mixed with clay
should be used for filling to cover the
roots, ‘Three-fifthe of the nourish-
ment of a tree comes from the air
says & theorizer, which is a humbug.
Girdle the tree and see how long 1t will
live.” ¢ How that rain made the grass
grow,’ is & very common’expression.
But such is not the fact. It forms
a liquid solution of the fertilizing pro-
perties contained in the earth fertilis
zer, and the little tender fibrous roots |
take it up, and then up springs the
beautiful tender grass. Exhaust the
soil of its entire fertilizing properties,
and you would get no more grass. The
tree draws its nourishment from 1ite
fibrous roots in the same way, and not
from the air; and if you wish to keep
your trees vigorous and healthy, re.
move the #oil oceasionally six or eight
inches deep around the tree, and re-
move the soil occasionally six or eight
inches deep around the tree and replace
it with rich, fresh dark loom. A tree
requires a shower-bath from rain or
otherwise, occasionally, as much as a
man, to open its pores and, like a man,
when it has received the bath, it gives
off the pent-up heat in the body, and
therefore the charming odors and’ fra-
grance inbaled is accounted for upon
entering a forest immediately after a
rain shower.

A Word for the Crow.

Don't kill the crows, It is only with-
ina fow years that speakers al the
various meetings had the pourage to say
a word for the crow, but now it is ad-
mitted that his character is not 8o uni-
formly black as his plumage. In
northern gardens, the white grub is, on
the whole the most injurious insect,
when we consider the great variety of
plants it attacks, ranging from grass to
nursery trees, and that its work, being
beneath the surface, is not suspected
until the injury is done. The crow has
a keenness of sense that allows bhim to
deteot the pr of the white
grub, and a fondness for a fat morsel
that induces him to capture it.. A few
years ago, we had a chance to watch
the operations of an assemblage of
crows on a grub infested lawn. Their
skill in finding and dislodging the grub
should bave been witnessed by all op
ponents of the crow.—American Agri
culturist, for May.

Value of Hay a8 a Fuel,

A Dakota letter has this rather sur-
prising statement ¢-ncerning the use of
hay as fuel: The problem of what to
burn, no less than what to build with,
is one of the first which must be solv~
ed by the settler. The Creator has
kindly furnished a fuel unsurpassed in
virtue, abundance and cheapness. It
is hay. The first time | asked a settler
what he burned for fuel and he told
me, | said, * Why, how can you get
enough to do you through the winter?
I shouldn’t think a stack would last
a week.' Since then I bave heard many
other persons make a similar remark.
he tact is, however, that it takes about
the same amount of hay to run a stove
through the winter as it does of coal.
fhe grass cut for fuel is mnot the
same as that used for feeding, but is
taken from low marshy lands where it
1s long and heavy. It is stacked, and
a8 it is needed 18 made into twists about
twelve to fifteen inches long weighing
from one-half to three quarters of a
pound. About five tons is put up for
consumption in a stove during winter.
It makes a very hot fire, and is prefer.

Impure Water for Farm Stock.

A Western writer says he recenty saw
an illustration of the injurious effects
of compelling stock to use cold water:
A neighbor has a well in the lower cor
ner of his barnyard, which is nothing
more than a receptacle for the drainage
of the yard. During the first thaw the
water in the well became impure, and
the horses, for a time refused to drink
it. In a few days the impure water had
all been pumped out and the most of
the cattle drank it as usual. There was
one colt, however, which had been 1led
to the trough when the water was at
its worst. This colt could mot be in-
duced to taste the water from this well
for more tnan two weeks after it was as
pure as ever, and in the meantime,
quenching his thirst with nothing but
snow, he became thin in flesh in the
spring and poor in midwinter. The
damage to this colt is serious, and it
could have been prevented by not
draining the barnyard into the well.
Cows are not near 50 sensitive in the
matter of taste as horses, yet this
should not be an excuse for negligence
in the quality of water furnished them.
lhe stock breeder and the dairyman
owe it to themselves to supply their
stock with the purest and freshest
water. How often should animals be
allowed to drink? | presume were
stock allowed free access to water in
summer, that each individuval would
drink at least a dozen times during the
dny. If they are not allowed free ac-
oess to water, but compelled to drink
at stated periods, they are quite liable
to drink too much.
'greatest sdvantages of having water in
the pasture. In winter I am aware
that the practice is to water horses
perhaps twice a day, morning and night.
With cows the practice is to turn them
into the yard and allow them to drink
what they want for two or three hours.
Perhaps an improvement on this plan
would be to turn them out for an hour
at a time morning and night, All

Cooking Recipes,

A delicious cake is make by beating
five eggs very light; beat the whites
and yolks separately, and if the yokes
are st all lumpy, sirain them. Beat
three cups of powdered sugar aud one
ocup of butter to a cream ; add one cup
of sweet milk, four cups of aifted flour
in which you have mixed one teaspoon-
ful and a half of baking powder, and
the juice and grated peel of one lemon.
Put the whites of the eggs in last,
Bake in & moderate oren in one large,
round loaf, or in two long, narrow tins.

Soak one pint of fine bread . crumbs
ina pint of sweet milk ; beat the yolks
of six eggs and the whites of three tiil
they are are very light ; beat in with
them one cofieecup of sugar, one table-
spoonful of melted butter ; stir these
in with the bread crumbs, add the grat-
ed rind and the juice of one lemon.
Bake in a deep pudding dish. When
done, spread na layer of tart jelly over

the whites of three eggs, which should
be reserved for this purpose. BSet it in
the oven to brown.

Parxker Hovse Rorus.—Two quarts
of flour,one pint of milk, measured
after boiling, butter the size of an egg,
one tablespoonful of sugar, one tevcup-
ful of home-made yeast, and a little
salt. Make a hole in the flour, Putin
the other ingredients in the following
order ; Sugar, butter, milk and yeast.
Do not stir them at all. Arrange this
at ten o'clock at night. Set in a cool
place until ten o’clock thé next morn-
ing, when mix all together and kneed
fifteen minutes by the clock. Put it
in a cool place again until four o'clock
p m., #Hen cutout the rolls, and set
each one apart from its neighbor in the
pan. Set it for balf an hour in & warm
place. Bake fifteen minutes.—Intelli-
