From the report of the Provincial
Eogioeer, for 1884, of the subsidized
railways 1n this Province we gather the
following particulars :—

WINDSOR AND ANNAPOLIS RAILWAY.

‘The receipts of this road for the year
have been $213,063 and an increase
of $867 over 1883 ; the report says :—

« The receipts of the Windsor and
Aunnapohs Rulway for the last three

years, 1882, 3 and 4, have approached
