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—1Ir the price of oil keeps on increasing
for a little while longer the way it has been
doing the past few weeks, we shall all have
to return to the old-fashioned tallow dip of
our grandmothers to avoid bankruptey.
Crude oil is now quoted at about double the
figares of a couple of wéeks ago, and still
the price is increasing by leaps and bounds.
The oil magnates plead innocence of anything
in the nature of a combine for the purpose
of putting up the price, and attribute the
increase to the partial exhaustion, or fear of
exhaustion, of the oil wells in certain local-
ities. This, if true would of course be suffi-
cient to cause some considerable increase in
price, while the manipulation of the market
by the gamblers in oil might easily do the
rest. It is quite probable too, that the oil,
as well as the coal, stored up in the bowels
of the earth will some day become exhausted
as a result of the tremendous drains which
are being made upon them. But there is
not much probability of this occurring in
our day, and doubtless before this does oc-
cur, the ingenuity of man will have devised
some better and cheaper method of securing
light and heat than is now obtained through
the instrumentality of oil and coal.

It may be true that the increase in price
is not owing to any combine on the part of
the producers. Indeed, there is little to
combine. The Standard -Oil Company has
gobbled up, or crushed out, about every-
thing in the shape of opposition or competi-
tion, and being now practically master of the
situation upon this continent, is able to ar-
range prices about as its magnates choose.
These men have made colossal fortunes with-
in a little over a score of years. John D.
Rockfeller, of the Standary Oil Company, is
the richest man in America. Within a few
years he has accumulated no less than $145,-
000,000, while his associates are not far be-
hind him in wealth. Not content with what
they already have, these men seem anxious
to secure the rest of the earth and the full-
ness thereof, as there is little doubt that the
present doubling up of the price of oil is the
result of their scheming. Thus, without a
shadow of reason, save to satisfy the greed
of men who already have more than they
know what to do with, and certainly more
than they can make a good use of, the con-
sumers of oil the world over are to be fleeced
to the tune of hundreds of millions a year.
And just at present there seems to be very
little the general public can do about it,
except to grin and bear it. [t is just such
circumstances as these which give rise to
much of the socialism and anarchy which
characterize the present age.

—L1 Huxe CHaNG, whom China sent to
Japan to negotiate a treaty of peace, has
succeeded in his mission, but at such a tre-
mendouns sacrifice of dignity and interest
that he will stand a fairly good chance of
lising his head when he returns home. He
has agreed to the independcnce of Corea,
which was a foregone conclusion. The in
demnity of $100,000,000 which China is to
pay to Japan was also expected, the sum be-
ing even much less than it was thought
Japan would exact. Japan is to be ceded
permanently the rich island of Formosa,
which comprises 15,000 square miles and
contains a population of 3,000,000. A large
extent of Chinese territory on the mainland
and all the places captured during the war
are to be held by Japan for an indefinite
period, which changes in territory would
largely change the map of both countries.
In addition to these things Japan hassecured
certain commercial advantages from China,
and has insisted upon an offensive and de-
fensive alliance as against all other countries.

The cession of territory to Japan will meet
with the opposition of Russia, which nation
would be only too glad of some reasonable
excuse for seizing it herself.  Great Britain,
too, which now controls fully three-fifths of
China’s foreign trade, is not at all likely to
stand quietly by and see Japan given the
key to the advantages likely to result from
the opening of the Chinese Empire to foreign
trade. France also, and Germany have in-
terests in the east too great to be overlooked.
It is more than probable, therefore, that
these European powers will now actively in-
terfere and see that only such a settlement
is affected as will guard their interests, com-
mercially and otherwise.

THERE is trouble brewing between Nor-
way and Sweden, and even a war between
them would not be at all surprising. For
over three-quarters of a century there has
been a partial union between these two
countries, of which Norway seems to have
become dissatisfied. Although there is but
one king over the two countries, each has a
parliament of its own. At the time of the
union it was provided that there should be
but one Minister of Foreign Affairs, who
should be a Swede. A few years ago this
condition was modified to the extent that
the Foreign Minister might be either a Nor-
wegian or a Swede, but should be responsi-
ble to the Swedish parliament alone. Now
the Norwegian parliament and people are
demanding a separate Foreign Minister, and
also a separate consular service, both of
which the King, Oscar the second, refuses to
sanction. About two months ago affairs
were brought to a crisis by the resignation
of the Norwegian cabinet, and ever since
that time the King has endeavored, but
without success, to induce one of the politi-
cal leaders to undertake the task of forming
another cabinet. The Norwegian people are
arming, and the Swedish cabinet is seriously
considering the advisability of sending a
military force into Norway to take forcible
possession of its strongholds. In the event
of a war the people of Norway hope for aid
from Russia, while Sweden expects moral
and material assistance from Germany. So
it will be seen that the possibilities of the
present situation are great indeed.

—BorH political parties appear to be de-
riving a good deal of satisfuction from the
result of the by-elections of last week. The
liberals have held their own elsewhere and
wrested Antigonish from the government,
thos making them two votes better on a
division than during last session. The con-
servatives, on the other hand, are greatly
pleased with the sweeping victory of Dr.
Montague in Haldimond, as the result there
gives indication that protestant and orange
Ontario approves of .the government’s posi-
tion on the Manitoba school question. The
fact that the McCartheyite candidate in
Haldimond did not get half enough votes to
save his deposit has shown the weakness of
that gentleman’s following, where he was

- supposed to be the strongest.

—The unveiling of Sir John MacDonald’s
monument at Montreal will take place on
the queen’s birthday on Dominion square.
Lo will be attended by a great military dis-
play. The lieutenant governors of the vari-
ous provinces will be in attendance, and the
élergy will also be invited. It is not known
if Baroness MacDonald will be present, but
an effort will be made to have her there.
The cabinet and Hon. Mr. Laurier, and
members of parliament will all attend in a

Obituary.

DEATH OF JOHN W, JAMES.

The demise of John W. James, which oc-
curred at his residence at Lawrencetown
last Friday afternoon at 5 o’clock, removes
one of Annapolis county’s old landmarks who
was widely known.

John W. James was born at Annapolis in
1817, where he was for some years engaged
in business. In 1840 he married Ann Phin-
ney, daughter of Levi Phinney, Esq., of
Wilmot. He went to Lawrencetown in 1850
in the interests of Messrs. Smith & Tarbell,
merchants, of Boston, doing a large business
for the firm in the sale of lamps and fluid.
Subsequently he began business for himself
and settled there, purchasing the property
on which he reeided, and later purchasing
the greater part of the Turner estate. His
wife died May 25th, 1875, after which be
married Miss Annie Ritchie, of Annapolis,
in 1876, whosurviveshim. He left no issue.

In 1857 he was appointed to the office of

t master, which office he retained until
E(i):denth. He was also n&pointed agent of
the Windsor & Annapolis Railway when that
R.R. was completed in 1864, and was zealous
for the interest of the Co. He continued to
occupy that position until his decease. In
this office have been trained some of the best
agents and telegraph operators. Inaddition
to his office work, Mr. James carried on a
large flour trade. :

He has for many years been identified with
the work of the Episcogul Charch, a leading
member of that church in hie commaunity,
and has held for years the position of clerk
of the vestry. -

In politics Mr. James was a conservative
of the old school. For many years he was
returning officer for that ward.

His last illness was. very severe. From
the first his physician, Lr. deBlois, gave very
listle hope of recovery.

The funeral took place on Sunday last at
2 o’clock, and was attended by an unusually
large number of mourners who came from all
parts of the county to pay their last tribute
of respect.

The remains were removed from his resi-
dence to the Church of England at Lawrence-
town, where services were held, the Rev. J.
E. Warner officiating, after which they were
conveyed to the beautifal Pine Grove Ceme-
tery at Middleton and interred.

ANOTHER LAWRENCETOWN RESIDENT PASSES
AWAY.

Following close upon the death above re-
corded, comes that of Oldbam Whitman,
junr., at the ripe age of 74 years. The de-
ceased was the youngest son of Oldham
Whitmen, senr., and grandson of Edward
Whitman, who was the youngest son of Dea.
John Whitman, the first family ' who came to
Nova Scotia in 1746.

Edward Whitman was one of the original
grantees of the second division of Annapolis
Township, and had for his portion the lot of
land from the Lawrencetown Lane east to
the church lot running five miles south. He
built a house and store near where E. Rice
Whitman resides, and a tannery near by
where he carried on an extensive business.
His son Oldham, senr., inherited this property
and left it to his son, Oldham, junr., occupy-
ing the residence of his father until he built
his new house on the same grounds, and
resided there until hisdecease. He wasa man
of sterling qualities. Although taking little
part in the agitations of the day, he was a
good man, a staunch Methodist, and in poli-
tics a genuine liberal of the old school. He
leaves a widow, three sons and five daughters,
who mourn the loss of a kind, affectionate
husband and father. Only one brother of a
large family survives him, namely, E. R.
Whitman. ~Death came suddenly, but found
him ready. His quiet, unostentatious life,
was a benediction to the home circle.

REV. STANLEY CHIPMAN LEONARD.

Since last writing the Angel of Death has
visited Paradise and taken one, who, pre-
vious to his having la grippe in the winter
of 1894, bid fair for a long and useful life,—
jhe Rev. Stanley Chipman Leonard, eldest
son of Mrs. Julia M. and the late William
Leonard, at the early age of 29 years.
