M
Breathe Properly!

THAT IS, IF YOU WANT TO HAVE GOOD 
HEALTH AND A WAIST THAT IS 

GRACEFUL.

Women have been preached to on the 
beauty of ample waists all in vain. They 
ardently admire and long for small ones. A 
pinched, laced waist is not only ruin to 
health, but to beauty, for it is always stiff 
and wooden, but the slenderness of youth is 
beautiful; the broad, flat waist so usual in 
middle age is not beautiful. It Is not an 
inevitable curse. * Lacing will not avert it, 
and neither will keeping thin, though it is 
certainly necessary not to get too fat.

Most women lose their figures because they 
do not breathe right. Breathing is a highly 
important function, and bad breathing pro­
duces any number of ills, from consumption 
down; but none more surely than a big waist.

Do you know what an " active cheat ” is? 
Probably not; bat your chest ought to be 
active—that is, lifted up--two-thirds of the 
time you are awake. Stand np and take a 
long breath, as long as you can; now you lift 
your chest; keep your chest up while you 
go on breathing by movement of the abdomen 
and the muscles at the side of your waist. 
A very slight movement is all that is neces­
sary for normal breathing; but now you have 
let your chest fall! You are so tired you 
can’t hold it up! That shows a very bad, 
unnatural state of things; the normal human 
being, whenever he is not relaxed, walks 
with his chest up; and when he talks with 
vigor or interest, it is with his cheet up; 
and you can’t hold yours up three minutes 
without fatigue—you can’t do it, at all, for 
five! Do you know that the preservation 
or achievement of a round, slender waist 
will be your reward if you will strengthen 
your muscles and learn to keep your chest 
up? It will certainly, except as you become 
hopelessly fat, and even then good breathing 
will do much to preserve some good outlines 
in your figure. Proper breathing and the 
habit of keeping the chest up will keep all 
the internal organs in their proper place and 
keep them from spreading the waist in a way 
that is unsightly, and shows not Greek health, 
but deficient vitality.

The first thing is to get so you can hold the 
cheat up. Walk across the floor three times, 
holding up your chest (just as you do when 
you try to fasten a tight skirtband), at the 
same time breathing deeply from the abdo­
men. After the three times you are ex­
hausted; rest and try it again; to morrow 
you can perhaps do it four; don’t tire your­
self, but keep at It till you have strengthened 
the muscles that hold your chest up first as 
you would strengthen the muscles of your 
arms, with use. Always practise out-of- 
doors or with your windows up; there are 
many good breathing exercises and but few 
can very well be conveyed in print, but the 
main thing is very simple; breathe with your 
chest up, and keep on doing so till you do it 
naturally, all the time that you are not re­
laxed in rest.

One good exercise that can be taught is to 
simply stand and take as long a breath a8 
you can, chest well np, and then hold it as 
long as you can. This exercise used for a 
few minutes every day is most beneficial, 
and physicians recommend it for strengthen­
ing and expanding the lungs.

Professor Tyndall said that, as a broad 
general rule, any air out of doors was better 
than any air indoors. Breathing exercises 
are most effective outside the house and gen­
erally they are not conspicuous even on a 
city sidewalk.

—In answer to inquiries about rose prun­
ing, I would say that I always find the spring 
the best time to prune all varieties of roses. 
Cat the stalks back to the first strong buds, 
and prune out all dead wood. In pruning 
in the fall you run a risk of taking away wood 
that would, if left, possibly winter, and what 
yon leave might die, so on that account alone 
it is better to prone in the spring rather than 
the fall.

Grapes and the Appendix.

THE LITTLE SEEDS ARE NOT BO DANOEB6Ü8 
AS HAS BEEN CLAIMED.

Things have been said about the baneful 
and delicious juice of the grape ever since 
the olden time when Noah found ont about 
it and came thereby to grief, but even before 
that, men ate grapes, and only within the 
last decade have they been talked to about 
that It is only sinoe surgeons began to 
make money hunting for grape seeds in the 
vermiform appendix that people have been 
afraid to eat grapes and to eat them straight

It now appears that in all the thousands 
of oases famous, and possibly in some oases 
infamous, in which this new fashioned sur­
gical operation has been performed there is 
not one case in which a grape seed or any 
other little ballet shaped thing has been 
found in the vermiform appendix. The 
whole interior of the appendix is only big 
enough to admit a medium sized darning 
needle. Nobody knows what it is there for, 
but it must have been useful at some time. 
It is a case of the survival of the unfit, like 
the wisdom teeth, which are of so little use 
to most people, and the tonsils, which cause 
so much trouble now and then.

The tonsils and the appendix are both un­
used parts of the body and peculiarly liable 
to disease because they are not strengthened 
by use. If inflammation attacks them, they 
are unable to resist. Thus many diseases 
which have been ascribed to peritonitis or 
colic or a mysterious providence of some kind 
have been due to the diseased condition of 
this little useless organ of the human system, 
and if the trouble had been discovered in 
time the appendix could have been removed, 
and all would have been well.

The remedy, therefore, is not in avoiding 
grape seeds, which do not cause the trouble, 
but in keeping as well and as strong as poss­
ible, and in case of sudden illness calling a 
reliable doctor, who will know what the 
matter is. Somebody once said that meet 
people use a doctor to enable them to sin 
against the laws of nature with impunity. 
But that is a bad use for him.

Lady Aberdeen’s Address.

Commenting on Lady Aberdeen’s address 
at the convocation of the Chicago university, 
the Boston Transcript says:

The inference from all this is, of course, 
that as education in the best sense becomes 
more and more general, women will make 
home life finer and simpler by virtue of their 
mental training in acquiringeduoation. Col­
lege discipline will not of necessity make 
women a perfect race of home makers, but it 
must enable them to bring a trained faculty 
into the exercise of the profession. Even 
women who marry 44 for a home and sup­
port,” in the cold phrase, will recogoize 
their industrial responsibilty in making 
homes which will be primarily places of con­
tent for all concerned. The prophecy of 
" the fadless woman ” made some time ago 
by a prominent educator is a fitting part of 
the effect foretold by Lady Aberdeen.

—A young woman writer who recently 
lost over a year’s time and a large share of 
the savings of several years through a severe 
case of nervous prostration, says the New 
York Times, found that the cause was not 
overwork, hot astigmatism. It was one of 
the most serious forms of the disease, her 
physician said, that he had seen. " I should 
have worn glasses when I was a child,” the 
young woman says. "All my nervous man­
nerisms, they say now, have been due all my 
life to a nervous condition produced by my 
eyes.”

It is a remarkable fact that the eyes, the 
most delicate and sensitive organ of the hu­
man body, are more apt to be neglected than 
any other. If we remember that a pair of 
really good eyes is vouchsafed us but once, 
that they are worthy the best of care, and 
that they should never be overworked or ne­
glected, they will doubtless abide with us in 
the faithful performance of their fonctions 
until, like the deacon’s “one hoes shay,” we 
go to pieces toto, instead of by sections.

—During the Endeavor convention one of 
the delegates came suddenly upon a red­
faced citizen who had been patronizing the 
hotel bar. " Buttonholing ” the delegates 
unceremoniously, he said:

" What are you fellows trying to do, any 
way? You are hot on temperance, I see by 
the papers.

Agricultural.BISHOP B. W. ABNETT
Light-Weight Beef.

For many years the great aim of beef grow­
ers was to produce great mountains of flesh 
and fat at the age of four years. Beef less 
than three years was considered green, un­
ripe and not suited to the taste of the pur­
chasers of first quality goods. This has 
changed, and we find the successful breeders 
and feeders fitting their cattle for market at 
an age that would have astonished the feed­
er of a decade ago.

The English lead the world in big, fat 
bullocks and the breeders of this country 
were aiming at the same high idea. It has 
been pretty well understood of late that the 
big fat hogs of the past were not wanted, 
but that smaller animals and younger ones, 
with more lean flesh and less grease, were 
more satisfactory to the consumer, and, by 
reason of the better prices, more satisfactory 
to the producer also.

But who would have thought that the 
rubicund, anti-dyspeptic Briton would go 
back on the national tradition of five centur­
ies, and demand rapidly grown baby beef, 
as better calculated to produce the ideal 
British rotundity, rubicundity and blonde 
side-whiskers? Nevertheless the British 
butchers are now calling for baby beef. The 
piepllar taste for beef has changed, and 
smalfer cute are wanted. It may be that 
British beef eaters are not as able as hereto­
fore to buy large joints, and large beefs can­
not be advantageously cut into smaller ones. 
Bat this is neither here nor there. Facts 
are what we have to deal with—let whye 
and wherefores take care of themselves.

Baby beef, then, is the demand of the 
times. Then roust our Herefords, Angus 
and Shorthorns go for naught, with their 
elephantine proportions? Not mush. They 
are the very cattle needed to make the beef 
required at eighteen and twenty months of 
age, at less cost than the same can be done 
with long horns or non- beef producing breeds. 
Herein we also have the advantage of two 
crops in the time previously required for one, 
and the two crops will outweigh and outsell 
the one. Then instead of breeding for size 
alone we must breed for early maturity, real­
izing that it is the early matured beef that 
catches the top of the market.

New Bordeaux Mixture.

At a meeting of the National Agricultur­
al society of France an improved Bordeaux 
mixture was suggested with the object of re­
moving certain objections to the one now so 
largely used in this country. It has the ad­
vantage over the old mixture in being less 
injurious to foliage, leas liable to be washed 
away by rains, and less liable to choke the 
nozzle of the spraying machine. The new 
formula is as follows: Quicklime, 4 pounds 
6 ounces; molasses, 4 pounds 6 ounces; sul­
phate of copper, 4 pounds 6 ounces; water, 
22 gallons. The essential difference between 
the new and old formulae is the presence of 
the molasses, which has a greater influence 
than would at first be expected. The meth­
od of mixing is to add the molasses to 13 
gallons of water, then slack the lime and add 
4 and a half gallons of water to form a milk 
of lime. Pour this slowly into the sweetened 
water, stirring briskly in order to mix in­
timately. Next, in a third (wooden) vessel 
dissolve the bluestone and pour this into the 
previous mixture, stirring well. In this 
blending of materials chemical changes are 
taking place. When the milk of lime and 
the sweetened solution are intimately mixed 
together, then the saocharate of lime ie 
formed. -Next, when to this is added the 
solution of sulphate of copper, a double de­
composition takes place; sulphate of lime is 
formed on the one hand and soluble aacchar- 
ate of copper on the other. This eaccharate 
of copper is only formed in presence of an 
excess of lime, and its formation ie indicated 
by the mixture assuming a beautiful green­
ish tinge. Thus the mixture is rendered al­
kaline, and the acid is neutralized by the

—No other vegetable seems to deteriorate 
so rapidly if planted as seed year after year 
in the soil from which it was raised, as does 
the potato. For this reason the skilful farm­
er is careful to buy his seed potatoes away 
from home and to make frequent changes in 
the kind he plants. Jnst why this deterior­
ation takes place takes place is not easy to 
say. But as a consequence of it, new varie­
ties without number are continually coming 
on the market and the buyer is in constant 
danger of being imposed upon. There are 
conflicting theories too as to the quality and 
size of the potato to be planted. Many con­
tend that a small potato will serve as well as 
a large one; that a very small piece of tuber 
so loflg as it contains two eyes, is large 
enough. As to the latter theory it may be 
said that the farmer who plants his potatoes 
in small pieces is making a mistake. Nature 
intends the young sprouts to have something 
to live upon in their infancy and that is why 
she placed so much starchy matter about 
each eye of the potato. If we follow Nat­
ure’s plain intention we will leave enough of 
it there to give the plant a hardy start in

—A disease known as scaly legs is bred in 
filth, though when once it is contracted the 
cleaning of the hen house will not alone erad­
icate it. The first thing to be done is to kill 
the germs that cause the disease, robbing 
the legs briskly with rags saturated with 
kerosene oil, until most of the scales disap­
pear. Repeat this on the second and third 
days. By this time the germs that were not 
far enough developed to be destroyed will be 
gotten rid of. Then make a thorough clear­
ing out of all the filth in the hen house, 
washing the roosts and nest boxes with a 
solution of carbolic acid. If the entire in­
terior is then whitewashed, putting somq 
carbolic acid in with the wash, it is probable 
that so far as the henhouse is concerned the 
disease will be eradicated. But you will 
have to look out for it for some weeks, and 
on any reappearance of the disease this pro­
cess should be repeated. It is a good deal ot 
trouble, but success with fowls cannot be’ 
expected so long as this disease troubles them.

the soil previous to the setting of plants. 
As it has been shown by carefully conducted 
experiments and the success of practical 
growers that nitrate of soda increases matur­
ity and yield, a second application of it broad­
cast, say 1601b. per acre, two or three weeks 
later, or when the plants are growing nicely, 
could advantageously be made.
