Henceforth all Church and Chapel
Wardens must be communicants
well as duly qualified parishoners.

The Vestry may consist of not less
than six duly qualified male parish-
oners and not more than twelve.

In future, also, all parishoners,—
women as well as men, over twenty
one years of age, will be entitled to
vote at all parish meetings under
the following combined qualifications:

1/ A bona Ede member or the
Church of England.

2. Hahit.ually attending the servic-
es thereof within the parish, except
when temporarily hindered by absence
from ordinary residence or.unavoid-
ably impediment.

3. Contrihutes!| in money to the
support of the minietrations of the
Church of England within the parish

Two important items for the con-
sideration and decision of the meet-
ing will, therefore, be—The members
that shall compose the ‘‘vestry’’ and
the definition of what shall be deem-
ed necessary to qualify a person to
vote, also the mode and time of pay-
ment of such contribution. It will
also be of import to learn what |is
involved in ‘‘the mgnistrations of the
Church.”’

In view of the above it is evident
certain changes will have to be
made in the present financial system
and the changes proposed by the
present Church Wardens were outlin-
ed by the Rector in his sermon last
Sunday both in Belleisle and Bridge-
town. Al SRR
