During the nine years of
Bishop Sweatman’s episco-
pate no fewer than 68 new
churches have been erected
in the Diocese.

Ot these 15 are
of stone, 102 of brick, 74
frame, 12 rough cast, and 4
of log ; 107 are consecrated,
1oo either unconsecrated or
doubtful  The aggregate
value, as returned, of these
buildings (there being three
blanks) is $938,900, the
debt upon them, $240,580,
but of this $80,510 rests
upon St James' Cathedral,
and $106,372 upon 15 other
cily churches, leaving $53,
298 upon the country
churches.
