A person may be a good bee-keeper, but a poor
salesman. There ars some merchants who can
sell goods **whether or no.””  You go intc their
store without remotest idex of buying wny.hing,
and the first thing you know, vou have made a
purchase. There has been uo coaxing or Ler-
suasion, but only a certain way of showing
goods which has awakened the desire to bus v. It
is the same with bee-keepers. I kuow twu who
raise equally good houey, the oue has no difiicul-
ty in selling his product, the other finds it left
on his hai:ds thouth he only raises half as much
a3 the other.

Reference is made in the Notes Department
of last Guide to bee-keepers underseliing one
another, and it is remarked that theve is n©
such competition among farmers when tiey
bring wheat, corn or oats to market. Lhis is
because there is a foreign demand by which
values are tixed. If it were not for the outlet
abroai we should have the same troable in seil-
ing crain, beef and cheese, that we have in
selling honey. We, Canadians, are muking a
wreat effort the present season to s.cure the
advantages of foreign market for our lioney-
yproducers.

We are showinga large and attractive display
of honey at the Colonial and Indian Exhibition
which is now in full blast at Kensington, near
London, England. No fewer than thirty-five
of our leading bee-keepers have sent sumples of
honey put un in the most attractive forms, and
we bave four commissioners present in person
to look after the exhibit, and see that it is not
shoved into a corner. The Provincial Govern-
ment of Ontario must have the credit of this
stroke of enterprise. It would not have been
uttempted by private parties or by the Ontario
Bee-Keepers' Association. But a grant from
the public chest of $1,000 furnished sufficient
enocouragement for our bee-keepers to undertake
to make an exhibit. Besides the grant of mouey,-
the government pays freight and sundry other
expenses ineurred in connection with the under-
taking. We are hoping that the resalt of this
measure will be the creation of a demand for
‘Canadian honey such as will stiffen our market,
‘and keep the prices up to a fairly renumerative
standard. Honey has, until recently, been &
costly luxury in Great Britain, hence the de-
;mand for it has been limited. It is believed:
that by oheapening and popularizing this
Jproduct, it will be brought into more general
oonsumptxon, and called for m far ls.rger
qu&ntxtles than heretofore o
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
