After some monthis spent in England
in the course of which time his health was re
established, Lie was aguin ordered to the Fast,
and landed in the Crinnea just two days before
the attack on the Redan, on the 8th Septem-
ber, 1855. Tn that disastrous attack lis life
was loat.

11ad he ren-
dered no further service# to his country and
given no other evidence of his military talent,
the rolief of Lucknow would itself have stawnp-
ed him as a military leader of the first vrder,
But Havclock was more than a soldicr. He
was distinguished by Lord Nlardinge as ““ ever
inch a soldier and every inch a christian”  1lis
christian character was long and well tried,
and commended itself not only to his fellow.
christians, but alto tothose, who werenot them.
selves under the power of religion, tut whe
could not but see and acknowledge the fruits
of it, in such & consistent follower of the Lord
Jesus Christ. Havelock was one of many ex-
celleut christian men who have long Leen in
India, not only faithful servants of their Queen
and country, but faithful servants of the Lord.
Not a few of these bave heen cut off in the
