Guip hae pleasure ius reprinting the following
fron au exchange :—* Since the beginning
of the present year about 40,000 persons
have registe red their names in the visitors’
boock in the Edueation building in St.
James’-aquare. Of course the great major-
ity of these people have passed through the
building during the summer months, a very
lurge proportion of them being tourists from
tbe United States. It speaks volumes for the
efficiency of the caretaker to find the corridors,
stairs and show cases always clean, notwith.
standing the rush of visitore. It is singular to
find that so good a collection as the one in this
museum attracts so little attention from Toron-
tonians, though it is really the only museum of
its kind in Canada. If the people were to form
the habit of spending spare hiours there, instead
of in more questionable places, they would soon
experience a very decided profit from the study
of what is shown in the museum.” Gripwould
suggest, as & step in the direction of improve-
ment, that the pictures be hung lower and cata-
logues issued.

The American is the name of a new
paper, somewhat after the style of the
Satwrday Review, though nqt quite so long-
winded in its articles. It is published in Phila-
delphia, and, judging fromits first number, it
ought to be a great suceess. The literary matter
is pointed, spicy, and telling, and, unlike the
majority of American papers of this olass, it is
cosmopolitan in its grasp. This is how it
speaks of GoLowin Sara and the Bystander: —
“Professor GoLbWIN SuiTH is doing gnod work
in his new, and of eomrse, able monthly—the
Bystander, published in Toronto. It is devoted
exclusively to the description of current events,
Canndian and gencral, and morc particularly to
antagonizing the Tory party in Canada and
promoting a customs union between that Do-
minion and the United States. In his October
number, Mr. Syt points out that there seems
to be a growth of fiiendly feeling going on be.
tween the two English-speaking nations which
occupy, between them, the greater part of the
North American continent. Not only does a
large emig:ation take place every year across
the border, mainly from north to south, while
the author of * Tom Brown,” a Briton of the
Britong, scleets as the site of his English settle-
ment the State of Teunnesee, but ** international
reviews” and international boat-races nre also
symbols of the social and intellectunl fusion
which is going on. Intermarriages are daily
becoming more frequent. An Bnglish duke and
an English Tory Minister send their, sons into
mereantile houses in New York., We have
just seen the banners of the American, mingling
with those of the Canadian Oddfellows in the
streets of ‘Toronto; and this is only ono ex-
ample of the organizations of all kinds, social,
religious, commercial and intellectual, which ig-
norethe exiatence of ‘thedividing line.” Another,
and perhaps a more striking illustration of this
tondency to come together, may be found in the
fact that the American Association for the Ad-
vancement of ‘Science, which has just adjourned,

fixed the city of Montreal as .the place of its

meeting in 1882.”
