Asbrey de Vere's Estimate of the Character of
he Breat Prince of the Church.

Some of the Distingnishing Featmres of
His Work Graphiecally Portrayed.

Aunbrey de Ver2, in his" “ Rrcollee
tions,” in the Ave Maria, gives the fol-
lowing estimate of Cardinal Newman:—

To men who were acquainted with
Newman only through his booke it was
rather as & mind than as & man that he
presented himeelfl ; but the sunverse win
f’h‘". case with thoag who enjoyed hia
ictimacy.
