Tois
18 mast provavly due o the sulphor of
the ebonite combining with the volatile
oilsin the am-ke. We know instances
wiere ebonite stenis bave produced die
tinctly objectionable symptoms in the
throat, most probably tor tne reason just
given. Bone or real amber makez n
much more satisfactory stem  or the
pipes should be of wood thronghout.
Amber subsiituies, and especially eellu
loid, sbhould be discarded entirely as
dangerous, while the tlavor of camphor
which Lhese invarinbly communicate to
the smoke foras & very napleasant com-
bination.

Pipes of special construction cannot
be regarded with much favor, such as
those which sre said to be hygienic, and
usually contain f so called nicotine ab-
sorber.  Those amokers who require
such auxiliary atitachments had better
not smoke atall. As a matter of fact
tobacen yields little nicotine in the
smoke produced on its partial combus-
tion. 1t is mainly to oils of a tarry and
acrid character that the toxic symptoms
of tobaceco smoking are due.
