‘The
system was discovered~-the Government interfered,
and what was the result?  The Roman Catholic
‘bishops, not being able 10 have everything their own
way, immediately withdrew the children of the Roman
Catholic Chureh from these beneficent establishments
—(hear). He had meutioned these facts fur the pur-
‘pose of putting their lordships.on their guard with

_tespect to the designs of that Church. He wished to
resist, as far as he could, every attempt at encroach-
ment.  He would reseind nothing of what had hitherio
beeu done—he approved of it, and if it were to come
-over again he should parsue the same course. Bat
here he tusk Dbis stand—(hear). Not one step further
towards the attainment of power, of ascendency, of
domiuation, would he proceed.”

Lord Vaux and the Earl of Wicklow opposed the
Bill, on the ground that it was more stringent than
when introduced by the Government.

‘The Duke of Newcastle also opposed the Bill, * It
would, he said, be a stambling-block of offence to the
“eonsciences of our Catholic fellow-subjects il it were
atlempted to put it in foree; if not, the dignity of
legislation would be degraded.

the gateway over which-I stood. -I had drawn near
to the window and was looking out : suddenly a splen-
did equipage, with'a long train of liveried servants,
piqueurs, outriders, ‘and runners, dashed ‘down . the
avenue ‘opposite to where T stood.

It was to me,'at
that moment, as an emblem of human lile. "I com-
pared the scene to man’s brief existence in this world,
and to liis sidien disappearance ‘and “departure nene
know whither. T know not what led me into these
reflections. T had never given a thought to these
things before, but here I remained so wrapt in con-
templation long after the dinner-bell had sounded.
Lheard the servants hurrying to and fro, and calling
my name ; several times, in their scarch, they passed
by the very place where I was standing, but the win-
dow was in a recess, and they beheld me not.  'When
all was quiet, and the guests asscmbled in the dining-
room, I stole gently down the stairs and left the
chateau ; my resolution was taken on the instant.

I walked briskly on amid the darkness, following
the ‘high road, on foot, almost the whole of that night.
[ felt neither cold, nor hunger, nor fatigue, but sped
on with triumph and the joy of one whe has rescued
his treasure from the hands of thieves, and whose
only care is now to deposit it in a place of safety, where
it shall never more be exposed to the like danger.

He was compelled to go
before a notary Lo renounce his share of the succession,
as, by the law of the Jesuits, all inheritance must be
delivered up to the community, unless renounced: by

de Ravignan took his leave of the notary, who, how-
ever, with native admiration for one who could thus
so coolly abandon a princely [ortune, bowed him: to. the
outer door with every show of respect.

He observed the tears coursing each other down
the pale and’ furrowed cheek of the Jesuit, and re-
mained’ to wateh him as he descended the stairs,
Presently M. de Ravignan paused, and drawing the
crucihix from. lis bosom, kissed it with fervor ; then,
throwing his.arms aloft to heaven, he exclaimed, with
sublime enthusiasm: “ Now, God be praised, the
world and T have said our last farewell to each other !
What would not the sturdy Loyola have given for
such a man as this '—ZLondon Atllas.
