Disrress 18 taE Couxnty Liusricx,—Owing to the
revailing very extensive distress of Smfl.ll f:f.rmers
4 luborers throughout the county of Limerick—a
e of destitution nnprecedented since the famine
1847, 1848, and 1849—it was rosolved by the
landed proprietors and gentry to present a requisi-
tion to the High Sheriff 1o convene & public meeting
to devise means to procure immediate employment
for the people. - The requisition, which was numer-
ously sigued, ses forth a request, “ That & meeling
should be called with the object of petitioning parlin-
menl for the immediate amendment of the law re-

arding drainage, with a view of relieving the severe
disiress which may be anticipated duriug the ensuing
geason.” 'The meeting was held on Saturday in the
grand jury room of the County Court-bouse, and
was numerously attended by all classes int'crested.
Amongat those present were the Mayor of Limerick,
tfo Right Hoo. William Monsell, M.P., Lieutenant
Colonel Dickson, M.P., Mujor Gavin, M P,, &c. The
Right Eon, Mr. Monsell addressed the meeting and
demonstrated that the country was retrogressing in-
stead of advancing in prosperity—that her farmers
aud peasantry were almost steeped in poverty —thut
ber ngricuitural produce had fallen off &t the rate of
millions of quarters of cereal produce--that ber live
stock wag declining in quantity, and that even her
mouey in the funds bad dechined in amount; and
conciuded a splendid matter-of-fact apeech by mov-
ing a resolution to the effect that we call on a upited
people to pass Colonel Dickson's bill into law, aond
to do so nt once. Colonel Dickson, M.P,, seconded
tho regolution, which was passed with ncclamation. —
Sunnders' News.

KixesTows.—Notwichslanding the amount of deati-
tution in thiz townslip, it is gralifying o be able to
siale that the contridutions up to the present have
been very lineral, though the appesls on Lhe part of
the committee have been comparatively few. [o fact
the sums alrendy contributed huve been given span-
tnueously, and nothing like an urgent appeal bas yet
oeen mude. Up to the present, about £200 have
been snbscribed ; and, no doubt, cousiderably more
will be subscribed in a few days. There can be po
doubt whatever as to the dire desiitution which ex-
fsta in this neighberhood. Ag an instance, I may
mentior the following, which has been brought to
light to-day through the agency of the police :—A
poor man, residicg in Llackrock, having a wife and
child, six years old, wns laid up with fever. Every-
thing in the shape of property has been disposed of,
and the fmmily are now lying upon a bit of suraw.
They have had no attendnace cxcept that of a cousin,
whoe occasionally visited them, and they are now in
the most precarious state. Another most melancholy
ense oceurred in the same ueighborhood. A child,
two years old, wns dreadfully burned, The mother
of the child, at the moment of the accident, rushed
ont of her bed of siraw and extricaled her as well a3
she could. The child was nt once taken (o the Bag-
goi-street Hozpital, and the mother to the Rathdown
Hospital, this morning. These, no doubt, are extra-
ordinary cases of destitusion, but thereare many
others of a different character, which appenl forcibly
to the sympathy of the public.—Morning News of

22.—The Poor Law Commissicners
bave considered the charge made by the Roman Ca-
tholic chaplain of the North Dublin Union agaiast
the Roman Catholic schoolmistress. They found
that, though ahe was not guilty of £11 that the priest
alleged, she had employed highly improper language
to the children ; she was also irregular in her atten-
dance, and as that was occasioned by the illness of
her own children, kept by ber in the house, they re-
commended the Guardians (o terminate that arrange-
ment, and they strongly disapproved the prac-
tice of subordinate officers bringing their families
icto the workhouze. With regard to the chaplain,
the Commissioners say that he should not have writ-
ten his report in a way calculated to lead any per-
son wbo read it to conclude that those serious
charges were made from his own personal kuow-
ledge, when such was not the case. SLill less do the
Commissioners think that be was justified in pur-
suing the course which he did to collect evidencs on
which to make his report. The proper course for
him to adopt on heazing the compluints would have
been either to report them to the Board of Guardians
or make them knowan to the teacher, with the view of
inquiring fairly whether or not they were true; bai
that, filling the position which he does, ha should
fur a considerable time encourage and invite the
school children to come and complain to him and
malke reports against their teacher behind her back,
and without ber knowledge, is very much to be
regretted, und the course thus pursued by him ap-
pears caleulated to have o very prejudicial effect on
the discipline apd order of a school, and has, in
tbe Commissinners’ opinion, laid Mr. Behan open to
cengure. The Guardians, on ths motion of Mr. Dixon,
after considerable discussion, accepted the report of
the Bonrd, and resolved that both the partjes
should be admonished to be more careful in future
with respect 10 the several matters that had been
the subject of investigation.— Cor. Times.

[u the appeal to the public from the Central
Committee for the relief of distress n Ireland,
signed by the Lord Mayor, as chairman, and Me,
Devitt, a3 secretary, it was aated (hat the number
of persons in receipt of poor-law reliefin the week
ending 21st September last was 45,201, while the
number in the week ending the 3d inst. was 65,844,
thus showing an increase of 46 per cent. It was
stated nlso in the address that the caleulations
were made on returns obtained from the Poor-law
Commissioners — giving the impression that they had
been specially furnished te the Committee by that
body. This seemed a very rapid and alarming in-
¢rease of pauperism, and was caleulated to produce
an impression on the public mind like whatl en-
deavourcd to counterset in n recent letter. The
Poor Law Commissioners bhave written to the
Lord Mayor contradicting the statement, snd giving
the numbers as follow :—Week ending 20Lh
of Seplember, 1862, indoor and outdoor, 49,778
weck encing January 3, 1863, indoor and outdaor,
65,847, incresse 15,069. The actual increase,
iherefore, ig 32:3, and uot 46 per cent. The Com-
wissioners aund the important fact thut this increage
ia less than that of lnst year, which during the cor-
responding period wns 373 per cent. and is very
nearly the same as what it was in the same period
wLe previous year,—that is, 322 per cent.—1b.

Doruts, Jax. 26,—A public meeting was held at
Galway on Friday for the reliefof distress in that
town. The first reaclution was moved by Dr. M-
Erilly, the Catholic Bisbhop, who gave an appalling
account of the deatitution of the working classes. He
rend ataustics furnished to him by the President of
the Society of St. Vincent de Paul, from which it ap-
penred that 850 artisans and 750 labourers, who,
with their families and the Claddagh fishermon,
mnde n total of 10,200 persons, were 'in a state
bordering on starvativn” The Bishop added that
there were hundreds who had neither day nor night
clothing. He moved a resoiution which affirmed
that the people were suffering greater distress than
in the famine yeara. There i3 not, he said, a more
humane Board of Guardisns in Ireland than that of
Galway. But what could they do? Mr. A. Q'Fla-
herty, J.P., stated thut if the Guardinng attempted
to relieve the distress, tbe Poor-house system would
Lreak down in one month, the rates would be jnsuffi-
cient, and outdoor relief would destroy property. Be
saw no remedy but public employment, and the Go-
vernment should give (hem that nid, to which they
were entitled, Two other magistrates, Mr. 2. Jo‘vccv
and Mr. George Morris, moved the appointment of
a committes to collect subscriptions. Just as the
chairman, Mr. Lynch, was about to make way for
the Bishop, that e might receive & vote of thanks,
the Rev. Peter Daley rose in & side gallory to address
the meeting, stuting that-they bad missed the specul
thing ibat was practical,—namely to get EL]Oﬂn of
£75,000 to make the Galway harbour and pier fit for
the American packet station. This work would em-
ploy every one of the 10,000 idlers, and would bea
benefit to Europe and America, Had the Galway
line beea working he believed there would hare
been no Americin war, for then the Irish would
have known ULetter than to go as they had goue to
form heaps of caronge. He moved n resolution,
which wag carried (though, he said, he did not
know whether any man in Galway would second it),
to the effect that the best way of rolieving the peo-
ple was to det on foot the worka in question.—Ib.

As Simpson was leaving the dock, he laughed heart-
ily, saying, f Thank yoo, my Lord.! The chairman,
addressing the jury, saia that it was clear that a sen-
tence of penal servitude did not carry with it any
terror.

The Standard says:—*The reason why the Ca-
tholics of England have recently on nearly every
occasion voted for the Conservative candidate is not
far to seek.

CoyraraTive Cost oF THE FRENCH AND Excuisu
Navigs.— A vice-Admiral in France receives only
600/. a year ashore, and 1,600., when afloat. An
officer of thc same rank in England receives 1,460/
in the first case, and 2,560/ in the second. A rear-
admiral in the former country receives 400, n year
ashore, and 1,200!. afloat; with us his pay i3 1,095/, o
year onland, end 2,200/, when on active service.
The captain who in France is paid 200/ a year on
shore, nnd 560/, when in command of a ship, is in
receipt of T00L in the former case, 1,680 in the latter’
in the English service. The difference in the rate of
pay in the case of the commissioned officers of a lower
grade, is even more striking. As regards the class
of officers inferior to these, the pay iy pretty nearly
the same in both pavies; but wlereas in France the
wages puid to the sailors ranges, from Gl paid to the
boy, up to alittle less than 18/, paid to the first-
class seamen, in the English navy it rappes from
about 10l per annum to the boy, up to 28/, paid to &
snilor of tha first class,— The same disparity exists as
regards the saiors clothing and food. Nolwith-
standing cloth costs mere in France than in England,
the amount expended for the wniform of the French
sailor compared with ours is as three to four; which
can on'y bé accounted for by supposing that we use
much better materials for the purpose than our neigh-
bors, Ia the matter of food our sailors enjoy signal
advantages, the French Government expending only
three fourths of the amount we expend on the main-
tenance of each individual senman.—Colburn's Uniled
Service Magazine. .

Tur Income Tax axo 178 ErrecTs ox NarTional
ExpespiTung, — When Sir Robert Peel wag driven
most unwillingly, and in order to mecet n 1emporary
exigency, to impose ap income inx, le i3 enid to
have been engaged night after night in consultation
with finsanciers, politicinns, actusries, arithmeticings,
anl accountants, endeavoring to devise n means ot
making that tax cqual In ils operation and accep!-
able in its character. Fle found the task too diflicult
for immediate adoption ; and he therefore resolved
that the tax must be ouly used as an expedient for o
temporary objecy, and must be remitted when that
object was accomplished, The bouse of Commons
and the nation nccepted the iocome tax on these
terms. It has been a costly tix, indeed, to the Brit-
ish people. 1t bus been used by politicinus of all
parties us a means of defraying every sort of finan-
cisl extravagance. Time after time it has been re.
imposed by different Chancellors of the Exchequer,
under different excuses and with different designs,
and it i3 now regarded uod treated as it it were to
be o permapent asgessment on the nation. [nils
operation, 1t bas been extended to Ireland - it has
been extended to small incomes—it has heeu raised
exclusively for war purposes, oaly partinlly dimiu-
ished when peace returned, and veried in its amount
and in its period of collection to euit every sort of
momentary esigency. Yet no atiempt bag been made
to adapt it to the people—to make its burden less
grievous—to make it a means of developing urtionul
wenlth, promoting industry, or of cultivating frugal
and prudential babite, No attempt las been made
to improve 1ts mode of collection, or to economise
the cost. The tax hns cartied with it every sort of
grievance, tronble, vexation, annoyance, heart-burn-
ing, and strife. Not the slightest attempt lins been
made tu mitigate the evil. It has, indeed, become
productive of no small amount of crime, for it has
olfered an overwhelmivg tempiation to evasion, and
to falschood, and even perjury, iu order to accom-
plish it. In short, it may be said to have injured
tho moral sense of the people, who view offences
agningt the revenue lightly, and are even disposed
to espouse the cause of those who defrand the Sinte.
Yet no attempt bas been made to aflford a remedy ;
nnd although it is well known that the assessment
of this Lax i3 most incomplete, and its collection at-
tended with immense difficulty, yet it is nllowed to be
nerpetrated upon us withoutl ary attempt to remedy
its avils, mugh less to mnke its apportionmeat a fair
asscsament on the resources of the nation.—Sur 4.

S« Ronert PEEL oN THE AMERICAN QUKSTION,—
Sir Robert Pecl had been speaking on the Aue-
rican question, and said that he was obe who hoped,
ag un individual, to see the states ultimately become
separated and independent of each other.

the moat popular statesman that ever ruled the
destinies of Lingland, which, by xeknowledging the
independence ce of the South, led nlso to the emuuci-
pation of the slave.

Essays axp Reviews.—At the sitting of the Court
of Arches on Tharsday week Mr. Toller, the proctor
ncting for the Bishop of Salisbury in the prosecution,
of the Rev, Dr. Rowlaud Willinms, made an applica-
tion to Dr. Lushington in reference to the nppenl
sgainst hig lordship's judgment, of which notice wae
given at the time the case wasg last before the Court,
Mr. Toller said that considerable delay was likely to
take place in prosecution of the appeal to the Judi-
ciul Committy of Privy Council unless the learned
judge interfered and issucd a peremptory order.

desirable that the two cases should be heard before
the Judicial Committee at the same time. He could
pot account for the delay unless the appellanis bad
gome object in view beat known to themselves. He
prayed the Court for a peremptory order upon the
proctor of Dr. Williams to serve the inbibition. Dr.
Lushington suid he®lid not like to interfero as the
matter more properly came within the jurisdiction of
the surrogate sitting in the Court of Appesl; but at
length, after Mr. Toller had shown that the appeal
would be greatly delayed if further time were allow-
ed, Dr. Lushingion consented to an order being issued
that the inhibition should be served within three
days, and intimated that io the event of the order
not being complied with he wouid issue a suspension,
go that the appenl in each case might be proceeded
with at once, and without further interruption. Sioce
this application, however, s notice has been served

Lusbington; the Dean of Arches, is suspended. The
gentence was twelvs months’ suspension, admonition
not go tu offend hereafter, und payment of cogty.—
