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For the Guardian,
ON'THE UNION AMONG PRESBYTERIANS.

Messrs. Epitors,

In my last, Ftook a passing glauce at two rea-
sons urged, or supposed to be urged by our Siced-
ing friends, why they should not join the communion
of the Church of Scotland. There may be many
more of which I have not yet heard..

You will observe, that the peeple commonly eelled
the Preshyterians of Nova Scotia, have no trapsition

5 20 muke, and no change to undergo, by. returning
“into the communion of the church from.which they
have for a short season gone aside. The people are
really members of the chureh, and they shonl! see
to the soundness of the creed of their pastors, by duly
copsidering whether they huve subseribed the West-
minster Coufession of Faith, and should it be found
that they have not, they should at once insist on their
doing so, as by departure from this standard of Pres-
byterianism, they may lead them into Socinianism.or
Universalism, as many of the English, and a still
greater number of American. Presbyterian Mimsters
have done. Let this common test be onice established,
as required by the ehurel at home, or as proposed by
the Synod of Ulster in Ireland, to their Seceding
brethren, and there is then a conmeon bond of union :
the mivor points of difterenco wiil soon yield to the
light of reason and seripture,

But I have a word-or two. vet to add about the cor-
ruptions of the Church. I atknowledge that the spi-
rit of her standards has not been followed up, and
that for upwards of a century, she has been, to no
small degree, under Presbyteriun fotters. | 1o the days
of Queen Ann,she tainely submitted to a spoilation of
part of her birthright.. The yoke of patronage was
entwined about her neck, .and her resistance was too
feeble to shake it.off.. But still there has been a re-
sistance, and there. have been men wi(h?n Ler pale,
who, feeling the weight of these galiing fetters, have
beew carnestly anxious'to shake them off, '1!_11‘}« 10 re-i
tirn.to the good oll pathe.

And all that is noble and dignified in action, all that
1ig praise.worthy in example, is.to. be found in this
said corrupted chureh. During the lastfive years, she
Ihas raised and expended in the erection of churches,
for an overgrown and.outcast population, the sum of
£250,000, besides thousands more ruised and expend-
ed for educational purposes in destitue parts of the
country. She sends thousands of pounds.io the banks
of the Gunges, to edycate and christianise the heathen
there, and that hitherto Lopeless territory of pagan
idolatry, is giving up. its.converts to. her teachers.—
She sends her ministers, and theusands of pounds
along with them, to rear infant congregations in Ans-
tralia and Africa, in the West Indies, in Upper and
Lower Canada, New Brunswick, Nova Scotia and
its dependencies, &o. &e. while. purity of doctrine
characterises her pulpit ministrations, and. sirictness
of discipline is enforced by her courts, and the Jews
in their wandevings are the objects of her missionary
work. :

God has honoured her as the theatre of some re-
markable revivals of religion, and 1s honvuring her at
this day with a wonderful effusion of bis Spirit from
on high, so thateven those whose watchword formerly
was “ Delenda est Carthago,” have now assumed the
more appropriate motto “Muniendu cst Ecclesia,” and
yet this church is so corrapted in the eyes of new
ledged theologians in - this country, that thiey cannot
conscientiously join the Presbyteriun Church of Scot-
land.

Befere concluding this. letter, 1 have a few words
to address to the miuisters of the Secession Preshyte-
rian Chureh who were educated in Scotland., Perhaps
brethren, you bave received your rudimental educa-
tion in the parochial schiools of your patiye land, and
your earliest lessous in Morals.and Divinity, from the
parochial schoolinasters. of Seotland. At any rate, yeul
received your literary, classical and scientitic. attain-
ments, at the endowed Colleges of Seotland, and you
must have many. associations counected with youi
early - history, to remind you of Sgotland’s schools,
colieges and churches.. And.may it net arghe some-
thing like indifference, or even ingratitude, to be for-
get{ul of the interests of a church, under whose foster-
ing care. you have received. so much. Should you
stand aloof from her communicn, when iu the provi-
dence of God you.can enter sithin hey pule, withowt
any sacrifice ol prineiple, and, in my opinion, without
the slightest prostration of conscience, surely some-
thing like what is hinted at may lie at your door. J.er
e, in one word remind you, that kere there can be no
lordly dominations,. no spiritaal. tyranuy, no corrupt.
