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SCHEDULE

Description of the Pro ject

The Projeet to be finaneed by the Fumd will cons.ist of power facilities tQ
be constructed in Laos and in Thailand, and the arrangements for training,
described below.

Part A. Facil.ities in Laos
The facilities to be located ini Laos will be owned lby Lao~s or an agency o

Laos and will include:

(a) a dam across the Nam Ngun ýat a point about 4 kilometers upstreaI
from its confluence with th~e Nam i~ik. The dami will create a reservi
having an ultimate grcoss capaelty of about 8,000 illion cubic nwters.
The dam will be designed and constructed so as to permit the installa'
tion of gates on the crest of the spillway, but no spillway gates Wi
be installed as part of the Project;

(b) an access road extending from a point on Route 13 to a ferry to be
installed or a bridge to be constructed across the Nam Ngum and
thence to the dam site;

(c) adequate temporary and permanent housing near the dam site fo
construction workers and staff, and for permanent operating staff,
adequate potable water supply, sanitary and other fadilities required
for the efficient construction and operation of the Froject;

(d) a power house located at the foot of the dam in which there will bl
initially installed one or two generating unîts wîth a combmned capac&
ty 0f up to 30,000 KW. Provisions will be mnade in the design of tll
power house for an ultimate total installation of up to 120,000 1~ J
Penstocks for the future units will be imbedded in the dam;

(e) a switchyard located near the dam with step-up transformers, switeh
gear and other ancillary equipment requîred to provide adequatean
saf e connections to the high voltage transmission line described belIW

(f) a sîngle circuit 115 KV overhead transmission uine extending about 7
kilomneters from the switchyard to a point in or near Vientiane, a
adequate capacity step-down sub-station at that point to serve Viel
tiane's distribution system and a single circuit 115 KV overed
transmission line from that sub-station to a point on the Mekong Rie
about opposite Nong Khai, or some other point satlsfactory to a$
Thalland and the Administratar.

Part B. Facilities in Thailand
The f acilities ta be located in Thailand will be owned by Thailalld or

agency af Thalland and wlll include:

a single circuit 115 KV averhead trasiio line from the Mekon ive
ta Nong Khai, a suitable aub-atation at that point and a 115 KV oeha

transmission line (wlth sultable terminal equipment) froni said sub-t8io

to Udhontani ta connect with the existing 115 KV tranmsinln
North East Thailand.
