“legislation” means the laws, regulations and other provisions specified in
Article II;

“national” means, as regards Canada, a Canadian citizen; and, as regards the
Republic of Chile, anyone declared as such in its political Constitution;

“self-employed person” means any person who carries out an activity on his or
her own account for which that person receives an income.

Any expression or term not defined in this Article has the meaning assigned to
it in the applicable legislation.

Article IT
Legislation to Which the Agreement Applies

This Agreement shall apply to the following legislation:
(a) with respect to Canada:

@ the Old Age Security Act and the regulations made
thereunder; and

() the Canada Pension Plan and the regulations made
thereunder;

(b)  with respect to the Republic of Chile, the legislation concerning:

@) the New System of Pensions for old age, disability and
survivors based on individual capitalization;

(i)  the plans for old age, disability and survivors pensions
administered by the Institute for Social Insurance Standardization
(el Instituto de Normalizacién Previsional); and

(iii) for the purposes of Article XVII only, health care plans.

Subject to paragraphs 3 and 4, this Agreement shall also apply to laws,
regulations and other provisions which amend, supplement, consolidate or
supersede the legislation specified in paragraph 1.

This Agreement shall apply to laws, regulations and other provisions which
extend the schemes specified in paragraph 1 to other categories of beneficiaries
or to new benefits only if no objection by the competent authority of either
Party has been communicated to the competent authority of the other Party
within three months of the notification of the publication or proclamation, as
the case may be, of such laws, regulations or other provisions.

In the application of this Agreement, no account shall be taken of the
provisions of other bilateral or multilateral agreements concluded by either
Party insofar as they relate to the legislation specified in paragraph 1.
