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for the period from the 1st day of January, 1967 to the 30th day of June,
1968, and to authorize the guarantee by Her Majesty of certain securities to be
issued by the Canadian National Railway Company, without amendment.

A Message was received from the Honourable Gérald Fauteux, Puisne
Judge of the Supreme Court of Canada, acting as Deputy to His Excellency
the Governor General, desiring the immediate attendance of the House in
the Senate Chamber.

Accordingly, Mr. Speaker went with the House to the Senate Chamber.

And being returned;

Mr. Speaker reported that when the House did attend the Honourable the
Deputy to His Excellency the Governor General in the Senate Chamber, His
Honour was pleased to give, in Her Majesty’s name, the Royal Assent to the
following bills:

An Act respecting Co-operative Trust Company Limited.

An Act respecting Principal Life Insurance Company of Canada.

An Act to establish a corporation for the administration of the National
Museums of Canada.

An Act to amend the Judges Act.

An Act to amend the Emergency Gold Mining Assistance Act.

An Act to amend the Criminal Code.

An Act to amend the Government Employees Compensation Act.

An Act to amend the Industrial Development Bank Act.

An Act to establish a Department of Consumer and Corporate Affairs.

An Act to establish a Canada Manpower and Immigration Council.

An Act respecting the boundary betweeen the Province of British Colum-
bia and the Yukon and Northwest Territories.

An Act respecting interprovincial and international teleferries.

An Act respecting the armed forces of countries visiting Canada.

An Act to authorize the provision of moneys to meet certain capital
expenditures of the Canadian National Railways System for the period from
the 1st day of January, 1967 to the 30th day of June, 1968, and to authorize
the guarantee by Her Majesty of certain securities to be issued by the Canadian
National Railway Company.

Bill C-163, An Act to implement a broadcasting policy for Canada, to
amend the Radio Act in consequence thereof and to enact other consequential
and related provisions, was again considered in Committee of the Whole and
progress having been made and reported the Committee obtained leave to con-
sider it again at the next sitting of the House.
