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And the House having proceeded ta the deferred divi-
sion on the motion of Mr. Lawrence, seeonded by Mr.
Bell, That Bill C-2, An Act la amend the Criminal
Code, be amended in Clause 2, by deleting on p.'.e 1 the
comma in Une 15, by inserting an "(a)" immediately
before the word "in" in line 16, by re-numbering para-
graphs (a) and (b) as (i) and (ii), and by addin-, im-
mediately after line 5 on page 2, the fahiowing new para-
graphs:

"(b) in respect of any person, where such person
causes the death of a human being while committing
or attempting to commit an offence under section
76.1 and

(c) in respect of any person, where such person
causes the death af a human being and lias been
previously convicted af murder, whether or not such
murder is punishable by death.".

And the question being put on the said motion, ut was
negatived on the following division:

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On motion af MUr. Allmand, seconded by Mr.
MacEachen, the said bill, as amended, was coneurred in
at the repart stage.
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
