Wuereas The Reinstatement in Civil Employment Act,
1942, provides for the reinstatement in civil employment
only of discharged members of His Majesty’s forces,
merchant seamen, including those who serve in the Merchant
Marine of countries other than those at war with the
United Nations, and members of the Corps of (Civilian)

Canadian Fire Fighters for Service in the United Kingdom;

AnNp WHEREAS by reason of the war it is deemed neces-
sary and advisable for the security, defence, peace, order
and welfare of Canada to provide for the reinstatement in
civil employment also of members of the naval, military or
air forces of any of the United Nations who were employed
in Canada prior to the ninth day of September, nineteen
hundred and thirty-nine;

Now, Tuererore, His Excellency the Governor General
in Council, on the recommendation of the Minister of
Labour and under the authority of the War Measures Act,
is pleased to order and it is hereby ordered that for the
purposes of The Reinstatement in Civil Employment Act,
1942, the expression ‘“‘service in His Majesty’s forces” shall
be deemed to include service on active service in the present
war in the naval, military or air forces of any of the United
Nations.
