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is, has a definite date for this promised meet-
ing been set?

Hon. J. W. Pickersgiil <Minister of Trans-
port): A definite date has nat been set,
because it was understaod, as I think the han.
gentleman knows, or perhaps I should say
that it was aur understanding that the rep-
resentatives of the municipalities, of the
cities out west also wanted ta appear before
the parliamentary committee. I think there
would be no difficulty about agreeing on a
day or two days in succession when they
could see a committee of the cabinet, and
appear before the other cammittee as well. We
want ta make it as convenient; as we possibly
can for them.

Mr. Pascoe: A supplementary question, Mr.
Speaker. Has a request been received from
these specific representatives ta have the
cabinet set the meeting date first, so that they
could make arrangements for a meeting on
that date?

Mr. Pickersgill: I amn afraid I should have
ta inquire into that. I have been rather preoc-
cupied for the last day or two.

Mr. H. A. Oison (Medicine Hat): I want ta
ask the Minister af Transport a question, Mr.
Speaker. Is the minister suggesting or recom-
mending that ail af those who have petitioned
and appealed the judgment handed down by
the Board of Transport Commissioners shauld
appear befare the standing committee ta
argue, or present their viewpaint.

Mr. Pickersgill: No, sir, but I did under-
stand from an inquiry made by the hon. mem-
ber for Moose Jaw-Lake Centre (Mr. Pascoe)
that the graup, whose spokesman was the
mayor af Moose Jaw, wanted ta do bath. I
think it would be a convenience ta them. if
we could arrange things sa that that could
be done on one single trip, particulanly in
view af the shortage af passenger service.
