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measure. I do not tbink, Iherefore, that the
rojection of that Bill sbould be cbarged to
partisanship on th. part of the Sonate.

The hon. member frorn Halif ax has

spoken about Port Nelson. How often have
1 been on rny feet in this House to warn
tbis Governent and the former Govern-

ment against going to Port Nelson. I say

the adoption of Port Nelson as the terminus
cf the Hudson Bay railway is evidence of

umpardonable noglect on the part cf tbis
Govemment at any rate. The late Govorn-

ment mighl not have had ail the informa-
tion, but a return for whieh I asked, when
brought down the first session that the
prosent Goverument was in power, sbowed
the unsuitability of Port Nelson as a term-
minus for the Hudson Bay railway. I asked
for a roturu showing the deplh cf water at

Port Nelson one mile from the shore,,two
miles out, thiee miles out up te twenty

miles. The information supplied was thal
at a distance cf sixteen miles from shore
there wero only soventeen feet cf wator. I
ask aày one who has the Alightest know-
ledge of navigation if sny sbip could live

sixteen miles -frorn shore with a swoep of

a thousand miles cf water. Why, with the
large swell that relia up there, the ahip
wouid net hold on its anchors. I always
thought the present Minister cf Railways,
th. Hon. Mr. Cochrane, though not gifted
wiîh éloquence, was a business man snd
hsd aound commensense. I know ho had

large business intorests in norlherr
Ontario snd had been succeseful as
business man and I thought ho woul<
manage bis departrnent in a business lika
way. But I have been disappointed
Gross mismanagement has been shown ix

the selection cf Port Nelson. One shil

was wrecked and another was tbrown o,
the coast and is there to-day. The Govern
ment must have sme good friends ii
Halif ax. They bought a tug there-jus
one tug te lighter Ion or twelve vessela

fhat tug has te run eut ton or lwolvo mile

te get a amal load and could only go wboe
it was ecalm. When thore is wind 1h. tu
cannet go. The vessel was bought, I sup
pose, from a good. f riend of lbe Administra
tien. It ha. a speed about equal te th
curont at th. mouth cf 1he Nelson rivei
so 1hat ah. canmot ascend 1h. river againu
1he current with its tow, snd *bast
wait for the incoming tide. Il coi
taiply was a scandal te buy such
beat" for that service. One ahi

was chartored. te take timber te the Hu

son Bay. The Governxnent gave a bonus

$35,000--so I learned from reports in th.
press-and thon $200 a day for the use of
tbe ship while she was there. That vessel
passed through Hudson straits and entered
Hudson bay and swung on ber anchor al
summer at $200 a day, because 1his incom-
pelant Government had not even thought
tbat wben the ship arrived at destina-
tion they would have 10 unload her.
Nover before ha. thero been such
mismanagernent and such a waste cf
public money. I hope we will b. able te

get in Ibis Houa. the information whleh wil
sbow tb. miamanagement which has takon
place. Provision. were put on sbore and
cnvered with tarpaulin; other supplies were
left out in th. open, and the men wbo were
employed there were glad te corne baek witb
the last ship that came out-thoao irho
could corne bick--some cf them dissatisfied
with the way they had been treated. No
sheller had been provided for them. But
what gocd wotild il b. to erecl shelter there?
Tbe banks cf th. Nelson river near ils
rnoulh are very low, at mosl five or six feet
abovo bigh lide, and when the ncrth wind
blows lb. shore i. of ton flooded. Il is
nelbing but a awamp, snd i. no place for a
barbant. The GoveÎunent have, in tbe
Departrnont of lbe Interior, tb. Surveor
General, CapI. Deville, a man well posted on
the geography cf tb. eountry. Wby did they
not consuit him? Lest year I told the
Government te ask their own surveycrs if
tbey want-ed te know what sort cf a harbour
Port Nelson would, make. Notwithslanding
thal, tbey cbartered shipa and sont them
tbere, nover .rnaking any provision for un-

loadg them. 8cm. very expensive lumber
had te ho lbrown overboard to save on.

'sbip and th. timbor Ibal was in tb. bold of
Sthe vessel came back and iras unloaded at

heb wbarf in Sydney. I intend to rnake an
-inquiry for information; I do net know if
we can gel il, because sernetirnes il takes a
tong lime to gel roturns in this Houso. I
will ask how rnany vessels bave been sent

a cul and how mucb rnoney bas beon squan-
a dered jusl because lbe Governent 'vould
gnet tae heed when lbey irere warned.
1-What 1 aay now is wilhin lb. hearing cf tbe

.arn nly repeating irbat I said last yoar and

theb year before. To-day I arn sorry te
it say I -have tb. satisfaction cf saying 'I
