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DAUGHTERS, WIVES AND MOTHERS
IN BRITISH COLUMBIA

Amendments to the Act relating to the dis-
ability of women to practise law, the Infant
Act (Guardianship of Children), Maintenance
of Deserted Wives, Trustees on District Muni-
cipality Publie School Boards, and the Married
Women’s Property Act were passed by the
Provincial Legislatures of 1912, 1913, 1914,
1915. These and various other amendments
the women’s organizations urged while they
opposed the passage of the two disqualifying
amendments viz; District Municipality School
Trustees, and Municipal ‘‘Householders."’

WOMEN AS LAWYERS.

Until February 27th, 1912, women could not
practice law in British Columbia. Upon that
