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Superintendent.

When the Legislature adjourned the Provin­
cial Secretary sent for Mr. Kelso, who in May, 
1893, accepted appointment as “Superintendent 
of Neglected and Dependent Children of On­
tario.” The subsequent history of this great 
philanthropic movement will be found in the 
eighteen Annual Reports issued by the Children’s 
Branch of the Public Service, and all the varied 
social activities that have been stimulated or 
brought into existence since that time not only 
in Toronto and the Province of Ontario but 
throughout Canada.
