This is but. gne of many delusions har-
bored by .eonsumers of tobaeco, and
which. practical cigar men have smiled
‘at, and indulged from time immemor-
al,

But of recent years the inclination
of smokers toward light-hued cigars
has assumed the proportions of a
“eraze,” and the producers are finding
much difficylty in meéting the demand.
The manufacturers’ and Cuban tobace
¢o raisers would now gladly correct the
