| who are fast devejoping, f6rm the nucleus
of one of the best teams Toronto has
ever had. Of course, they need oconsid-
érable practice 'to accomplish -anything
of a startling nature, but unless steps are
immediately taken to promote intergst ‘in
this phase of the athletic life of 'the stu-
dent we soon will be without any gym
team. The cramped quarters and lack of
facllities for carrying on work are also
big factors to tend towards the depletion
of the team, and something radical must
be done to renew and keep up.the ip-
terest. There-are-few sports that require
the practice that gymnastics do and it
takee consgiderable time to bulld up ‘a
good gym team, especially with nothing
to bulld upon. At the present time Var-
sity has something to bujld on, and with
such men as Scott, Workman, ‘Roswell,
Gardner, Davidson and Suthérland, the
gym. team can still give a good account
of itself. ‘
