Ottawa, Jufy 28.—A heavy decrease 
in the value of sea fish caught in the 
month of June is indicated in a report 
issued today by the department of 
naval service. The total value of eea 
fish at the point of landing on both 
coasts fortune was $3,018,748, against 
$3,763,427 for the same month last 
year, a decrease of $744,679. The de­
creased total value was not altogether 
due to lessened production. The prices 
paid for some of the kinds of fish 
were rather lqwer this year. Salmon

He was prominently Identified 
with labor movements all his life, and 
in the old country was on the execu­
tive of the Stove Mounters’ and Steel 
Range Makers’ International Union. 
He came to Canada in 1870, and 17 
years later went to Australia. He re­
turned to Hamilton in 1892.

"The Old Steve Mounter.”
During Hamilton’s celebrated street 

car strike and 
represented the men in the negotia­
tions. Shortly after, when backed by 
labor as a candidate in East Harolr- 
ton, opposing J. J. Scott, Conserva­
tive, and W. M. McCtsmont, Liberal, 
he was elected by a large majority. 
Thereafter the Liberals threw their 
support- in behind him whenever there 
was an election; and Mr. Studholme 
held the seat up until the time of his 
death.

wrecked virtually everything in Its 
path.

Forty temporary wooden buildings 
and 300 tents at Mitchell Aviation 
Field were blown flat, the stable of 
the Meadow Brook Hunt Club and 
two semi-permanent officers' barracks 
near there were leveled and general 
havoc was raised, not only at the fly­
ing fields near here, but in Garden 
City and Jamaica.

The storm, which developed into al­
most a tornado, as Intense as it was 
brief, struck a 7-ton Handley-Page 
bombing "plane, one of the machines 
which was wrecked, while 20 
were trying to hold it down. It was 
blown half a mile across Hazelhurst 
Field and wrecked. At Mitchell.Field 
a 10.000 gallon gasoline drum was 
rolled for a distance of a mile. 
Roosevelt Field the roofs were blown 
off two frame hangars. The northern 
edge of Camp Mills was struck by 
lightning.

Two men who were in the steel 
hangar at Hazelhurst Field when it 
was struck by a bolt of lightning, es­
caped injury. In this hangar was the 
Martjn- bomber commanded by Cap­
tainFrancis, a Caproni triplane and 
two Dehavltands. The Martin and 
Caproni were virtually demolished, 
but the smaller planes, stored In the 
other end of the structure, escaped 
with slight injury..
