tion for 1897 will be the first heid upon
the yofers’ list prepared under the
provisions of the Voters’ Lists Act,
passed by the Legisiature at us
jast 'session, and as it applies
only. to cities having a populu*
tion of 100,000, its operations will be
for the present confined to Toronto.
For the first time the election will take
place upon a list pre from an as-
sessment made within a year of the
election, and it will therefore be a
comparatively clean one, As the as-
gessment rolls for the various wards
have been finally revised by the county
h ) e, the voters’ lists have also one by
one been prepared and approved. The
only list remaining .to be revised is
that of the third ward, which is ready
to be posted up as soon as the county
judge has finally' revised the assess-
ment roll. The lists for all the wards
are to be bound together and posted up
for the information of citizens, Within
a few days public notices will be given
in The World calling upon all persons
who are aware of any 'errors in the
lists, or changes rendered necessary by
the removal or death of any rson
to give notice of such
Fourteen days is given for making
such ecomplaints. If any person has,
since the list for his ward was first
approved, acquired- the necessary pro*
p«;{ty hqu?nﬂo?:lloend to ‘entitle him to
vote, he is entit upon appeal to be
placed upon theé list, providing he has
acquired the qualification at least one
month before the last date for making
complaint. In_ cases of death the
county judge will strike the name of
Buch’ person off the list, and in case
of removal will strike out the name in
the old sub-division or ward, and insert
in the sub-division or ward to which
he has removed. All errors in the
name, address, or qualification ot
any voter  will also be cor-
{;c;ted“:ty b:he judge, and the voters’
m be made up and completed
and finally revigsed by the 1st Dxe’cem-
ber. The election will therefore - be
held upon a list revised up to within
one month of the voting and there will
be fewer representatives of the ceme-
teries voting than ever before in con-
sequence.

TO PRESERYE THE DRIVES.

Under the. Municipal Act the council
of any municipality :is empowered to
pass by-laws for regulating the con-
veyance of traffic in the public streets.
For years there has existed upon the
by-laws of this city a regulation pro-
hibiting persons from using the 8
in the public squares, parks and
grounds for the purpose of teaming or
carting heavy loads over or upon the
same, This prohibition has, however,
been a dead letler.in so far as its en- )
forcement in Queen’s-avenue and Park’
is concerned, and. the city has exper-
ienced the effects in having to recon-
struct the roadways. . Chairman Hal-
lam of the Parks and Gardens Com-
mittee has taken the matter jn band,
and proposés, now that ‘the roadways
are in good condition, to keep them sv
by keeping the heavy teams oif them.
The Police Commissionérs will be asked
to enforce tne bylaw, and arter one or
two examples have been made it is ex-
pected that the practice will cease.
The penalty for each offence is $60 and
co'is‘tils or s(ilx months, :

e roadways in_ the park are in-
tended for light drivlhx,pa.nd are not
of suitable construction for the heavy
general traffic of business streets.
“KEEP OFF THE GRASS” BYLAW.

Another bylaw whi¢h ‘has also: been
more honored in the breach than in
the observance is that which relates
to tne preservation of the sward from
injury. Power is given to any per-
son in authority, such.as police officers
or park officiais, to prohibit any p-rson
walking upon the grass in the pubiic
parks, The language is amNiguous,
and could be constryed by an over-
officious official to prevent any person
from enjoying the pleasure of walking
in the parks except upon the regular
walks. The attempt to preclude the
citzens from enjoying to the fullest
extent the use of their own property
would be preposterous, and any at-
tempt to do so would prove futile. Some
regulafion that will be practicable in

wards of $7000 has been expended in
putting the northern portion of Queen’s
Park into good condition., The money
will be entirely thrown away if wheel-
men and pedestrians are permitted to
cut up the sod by making “short cuts”

Bousiead, who has
the matter in hand, has for some time
had the financial portion of the report
ready, but, owing to the great pressure
of work in the City Engineer's .
ment has been unable to obtain the
necessary information to submit to his
committee. There is a probability now
that the information will not be before
the electors in time to give them an op-
portunity -of digesting it pefoye the
election. The chief difficulty appears
to be with the roadway pavements, the
rates on which amount in round figures
to $300,000 per annum, There has been
more or less discrimination in the ap-
plication of the local improvement sys-
tem to these pavements. Tnere are
many streets, especlally in old St.
James’ and St. John's Wards, which
were constructed out of the general
rates many years ago and have been

lmatntained from the same source, ever

since. . The property-owners on these
and other streets similarly situated,
which are chiefly macadam, have escap-
ed all local improvement charges on!
this account. It is only fair, however,.
to say that these macadam and cedar
and gravel roadways, after 20 years'|
wear, are better pavements to-day than!
those on adjoining streets, where the
gravel and macadam were five or six
vears ago carted away to make room
for cedar blocks.

GRIEVOUS DISCRIMINATION.

Another case of grievous discrimina-
tion is that whereby the property
fronting on the st.eets upon which the
street railway tracks are laid is re-
lieved of the cost of that portion of the
street covered by the track allowance.!
As an example the cases of King !
Adelalde-streets may be cited. Tae
unfortunate property-owners on the
last-named street nave to pay the full
cost of the entire width of the pave—|
ment, about 48 feet, whereas 1he own-|
ers on King-street are only called upon
to pay for two-thirds of the total width
of the pavement, the 16 feet comprising
the track allowance being provided for
out of the mileage payment from the
company. The present system is un-
satisfactory and two alternatives have
been proposed. The must 1adical is to
abolish the system entirely and return
to the old system of making all road-
way improvements a charge upon the
general rate. This was abolished be-
cause of the great dissatisfaction aris-
ing from the log-rolling and ward-grab-
bhing to which it gave, rise. The other
proposal is to equalize matters by put-
ting all streets upon the same level,
the city assuming one-third of thecost
of every pavement, as well as the
usual proportion for flankages and in-
tersections of streets, This will remove
the discrimination which now exists in
favor of streets upon which street cars |
are operated. The issue is an impor- |
tant one in view of the fact that with-
in the next four years the pavements |
upon 110 miles of streets will have tol
be renewed at a cost of upwards of a|
million dollars.. To next year's council
will fall the task of determining the
basis wpon which these pavements)
shall be renewed, and upcn the wisdom'
displayed in the determination of the
question will depend in a great mea-
sure the readiness of the property-own-
ers to have the -work dore. Some
steps are also necessary to provide a
remedy in cases where pavements are
worn out and have become impassable,
nut where the interested owners per-
cistently refuse to have any improve-
ments made. As it is now, in the event
of accidents happening as a result and
damages being awarded for injuries,
the city at large is mulcted, although
no blame for the defective roadway
rests upon anyone but the interested

keteh of the Organist of Sherbournme-
Street Methodist Chureh

1t is somewhat remarkable that most of

the musicians ,organists and music teach-

ers of this city recelved their training in

England. Dr. Stocks-Hammond, organist
and choirmaster of St,
and Mr, Arthur Blakeley, who so effici-
ently discharges the same dutles at Sher-
bourne-street- Methodist Church, were each
born in the North of Mngland, almost, a8
the saying Is, within a stone's throw of
each other, the former near Bradford and
the latter near Leeds, Yorkshire.

Mr, Blakeley belongs to a musical fam-
ily. Associated with chureh music from a
very early age, beginning as chorister, h
studied several years under Mr. John Bow:
ling, a celebrated English conductor and
member of the late Charles Halle's orches-
tra, -so- famous at the Manchester cof-
certs, Mr. Blakeley tells, by way of en-
couragement to his pupils, some of the
difficulties he had to contend with in the
career. Korbidden the
use of the organ, he gained admittance to
the church by a basement window, and in
the silent hours of the night he practised
with the pedals to such effect that when
put twelve years of age he gained his
first appointment as organist at $256 per

annum.

Mr. Blakeley 'came to Canada In 1884
and took up his abode in this city. His
musical talents were soon recognized, and
be became organist at the Church of the
Ascension. Subsequently he received the
appointment he now holds, of organist- at
sgerbonrne-street Methodist Church. The
musteal services at this church are of a
high order, which fact speaks volumes for
Mr. Blakeley’s attainments.

A feature of much interest in connection
with' this church is the monthly organ re-
cital given by Mr. Blakeley. As a concert
organist he has no superior In this city.
'ftlflt he is original and versatile Is mani-
re-‘ from the programs given on these oc-
casions.  Here are some of the titles:
Styles of Organ Playing, With the Masters,
Famous Organ Pleces, National Hymns,
‘An Hour With Wagner, Christmas Cdrols,
An Hour in Paris, With Mendelssohn,
Shakespeare's influence in Music, Gems
from Italy, Irish Music. ¢

This afternoon Mr. Blakeley 'gives his
15th monthly recital, which is ent tled ““St.
Cecilia’'s Day.”” The custom of celebrgting
with special musical performances the an-
niversary-of Saing Cecilia, the patroness of
sacred musical art, has obtained since the
days of Lassus and Palestrina. In Eng-
land by the end of the seventeenth century
the festival had become highly important.
Odes. were written for the occasion by
Dryden, Addison, Pope and other noted
poets, and set to music by the foremost
musiclans of the day; and down to the pre-
gent  time the subject has received the
attention of prominent composers. The
splendid ‘musical services held annually
in the Church of St. Eustache, Parls, have
been contributed to by Thomas, Gounod,
Saint-Saens, Liszt and many others. The
veneration pald to the muse in other coun-
tries has been not less marked. Mr. Blake-
Jley has introduced this celebration -into
Toronto. Sometimes he gives a program
entirely of his own compositions. As a
teacher Mr, Blakeley bas been very suc-
cessful, and his services in this capacity
areé in great requisition. He doubtless has
a brilllant future before him in the pro-
fession he so dearly loves.
