THE TRADE SITUATION.

Dun & Co.'s Dally Bulletin Reports Busi-
ness as Active In Both Montreal and
Toronto—-Money Getting Dearer.

The feature of the week in the business
situation at Montreal is the stiffening 1n
the money market, the banks having uoti-
fied their customers for call mouney tuat
the rate shall be advanced from ol per
cent,, at which figure it has stood for some
time, to 4 per cent., until further notice.
This is supposced to be due to a better
demwand tor mouney, aud, ic is presumed,
may be accepted as one of the cvidences or
returning acuvity; the general discount rate
remains at 6 to 7 per cent, The majority
of advices from different Lrage sources ru-
dicate quite an fmprovewent in general re-
mittances, and ‘there reully has not been
a failure of consequence in this district ror
the past fortnight. The general demand for
luerchandise continues awout us last noted;
there are some lines which will probably
not feel the full benefit or the looked-for
improvement till next spring, but most lines
of staples are moving wore fré®ly, and the
genernl feeling of confidence is distinctly
warked.

Trade at Toronto continues fairly active,
Dealers generally report a good wmovement
in merchandise, ‘and the outlook is encour-
aging. Prices of wanutactured goods have
an upward tendency, and . conpdence is
growing daily. The earnings of railways
are showing up splendidly. For the first
three weeks of September the gross traffic
receipts of the Caunadian Pacitic increased
$238,000, and for the whole month they will
likely be over $300,000 above the earnings
of September last year. The Grand Trunk's
earniugs for the first threé weeks of NSep-
tember were $1,648,000, or an- increage of
$105,000 over the same three weeks of last
year., No better evidence of increasing
trade can be given than these returns, ana
the indications are that they will continue
to show improvement. The demand for
woolen s is fairly active, with consid-
erable shipments as far west as British
Columbia. Leather and groceries are In
good request, with prices ruling very firm.
There is a decline in wheat, and red and
white are now quoted at 75c to 76¢ at On-
tario points. Offerings liberal, and Ameri-
can and British markets arq heavy.
Russian shipments are large, which
surprises the trade. Money is a
littie firmer, with call loans at 4
per cent. and prime commercial paper dis-
counted at ¢ per cent. The feature in spec-
ulative circles is the advance in Canadian
Pacific, and many holders now talk 83 for
the stock. Northwest Land is getting a
little more active. All stock offering is
being quietly picked up, and those who
seem to have some knowledge of what the
company is doing, are talking higher prices,
both for the common and preferred stocks.
