The Wheat Situation.

The bulls appear to have lost falth i
the poor prospects of the ntine crop,
and are wondering how It is that that
country is keeping up its shipments of
the old crop so well, its exports from Jan,
1 being 71,000,000 bushels, against 59,000,-
000 bushels for the corresponding period
last year, European stocks of wheat and
flour from the United States for Dec. 1
were 72,450,000 bushels, compared with 74,-
380,000 Nov. 1, and 71,138,000 Dec, 1,
1899, showing only 1,320,000 increase for
Yhe year. The English wheat visible,
which includes stocks in ports, quantity
afloat and reserves in farmers’ hands,
shows total of 70,784,000 bushels, compared
with 80,520,000 last year, or 9,736,000 de-
crease. Since Dee, 1 there has been 3,657,-
000 decrease In European 'and American
stocks. agalnst 5,060,000 increase last year,

EDUCATION IN ENGLAND.

The Handieapping of Evening
Classes Has Caused Perturba-
tion in Londen.

London, Dec. 28.—The decision of the
Queen’s Bench Court, declaring it to be
illegal for the Leondon School Board to
spend the ratepayers’ money for teaching
science and are at evening classes for
adults, has cregted perturbation. Some
90,000 pupils are affected, and the whole
of London's educational system must be
reversed if the House of Lords upholds the
verdict. The Speaker declares it Is the
most serious disaster which has befallen
education for some time. Columns of com-
ment appear on the subject in the dallies,
Other large cities are serlously concerned,
as they all have classes similar to those of
London, The headmasters of expensive
Bchools appear to approve of the deeision,

At a conference of the headmasters of
the great Public Schools this week, one
of. the speakers severely arraigned the fir-
rational educational methods the schools
were forced to employ in order to pass
boys as officers into the service.

Berlin, Dec. 22.—Emperor William’s de-
cree lengthening medical study, as a rem-
edy for the over-production of physiclans,
meets with the approval of the profes-
sion.

Berlin has one physician to
every of the population, Breslan one
to every 775, Halle one to every 735 and

Boundary district, the principa] one being
the bopding of the Butcher Boy Group by
George A, Sonneman, a prominent mining
engineer of Spokame, for $100,000. The
vendors were James C. Dale and James
and Robert Kerr. The Butcher Boy is situ-
ated on the west fork of the Kettle River,
about four miles above the town site of
Beaverton. It was staked by es C. Dale
on Aug. 29, 1896, and Is one of the oldest
locations in that section. There has been
considerable surface work done on the groap,
mainly open cuts and prospecting shafts,
proving the existence of a strong ledge. The
terms of the bond are three, six, nine and
twelve months. The first payment of five
per cent, is due March 13, 1901, and the
balance in three equal Instalments, on
June 13, Sept. 13 and Dec. 13, 1901.

Adjoining the Butcher Boy group is the
Carmi mine, owned by a London syndl-
cate, represented here by E. H. Thruston.
The Carmi was bonded May 10, 1899, for
$25,000, with a cash payment of  $2000.
Monday last the balance of $28,000 was
praid over to James Kerr and James C.
Dale. Since the time of the bond the

new owners have spent a constderable sum
of money in developing the property. Two
shafts, each down 100 feet and one 55 feet,
have been sunk, and much drifting and
cross-cutting has been done.
