Nearly every youngster In the race had
some friends, and, as a consequence, ‘‘the
bookles” must have taken in quite a bit
in small sums. And here it might be
mentioned that as usual on a holiday the
betting was nearly all in small amounts,
necessitating as much work on the part
of the clerical staffs as if they had been
millions. Mr. Seagram’s pair, Kffrontery
an La Montagne, one a “daughter and the
other an unsexed son of Egmont, were In-
stalled favorites at 6 to 5, and proved
the customary quality of. the stable in
such races by running first and second, the
gelding being the speedier and “‘copping
the coin,” while his stable companion heild
the others safe. Dr. Smith's compact little
filly, by Mr. Seagram’s speedy Queen’s
Plate winner of '97, Ferdinand—who holds
the record at 2.13, and is now serving
ranch horses at Calgary—Fernie, got off in
front, dropped behind and showed how
good she was by gallantly responding to
Jack Martin’s drive and galloping In an
feasy third. Mr. Giddings’ promising
Wickham colt, Wire In, closed a big gap
towards the end, and with another year
over his head looks like doing something.
Mr. Duggan's Red Car, with three-eighths
in 87 seconds to his credit at work, show-
ed the early speed he had given indica-
tions of, but he is too cumbrous to con-
tinue it. The Dyment stable’s General
Buller was a strong tip for the show, the
small bettors going down on him in bat-
talions, but he couldn’t cross the Tugela
and never was better than last, while the
Hendrie pair of Derwentwaters, big ana
likely as they looked. could never ge: be-
yond the middle division.

More Expensive to Operate Than
Home~-Made Machines—-Britain
Should Not Buy Them.
London, May 24.—Sir Alfred Hickman,
Conservative (former president of the Bri-
tish Iron Trade Assoclation), in the House
of Commons yesterday, protested against
rallroads which were governmentally con-
trolled, especlally in Burmeh and Egypt,
continuing the purchase of American loco-

of Burmah railroads, mentioned by Lord
Hamilton, the Indian Secretary, in the
House on May 7, showed that they requir-
ed more repairs and more coal than loco-
motives of British make.

| faithful to am agreement to which we
have lived up and they would be unfiith-
ful to any future agreement. A few
the smaller manufacturers are giving up,
but as many as 56 per cent. are standing
firm.
