blow up the forts and docks at Esqui­
mau at the beginning ot last year 
has been revealed by ex-Prerr.ler 
Charles A. Semlin. The plot, he says, 
was formed in San Francisco at a 
meeting of the Clan-na-Gael of that 
city, called together for the purpose 
of discussing ways and means to aid 
the Boers in their war against Great 
Britain. A man named Dennis Mc­
Dermott offered to go to Esquima.lt 
and blow up with dynamite as much 
as possible of the forts and the naval 
docks there. A Belgian, Albert Ren- 
Vicker by name, offered to accompany 
McDermott, and accordingly the two 
men started north on their dire mis­
sion.
Francisco got wind of the affair and 
the two men were followed by detec­
tives, while the authorities at Esqui­
mau were notified.;

Upon ther arrival McDermott and 
Renvicker were trapped by Esquimau 
officers, a confession was forced from 
them and they were put a,boardi a ves­
sel for San Francisco and warned 
never to return.
