provide the necessary. aeccommodation for
the school section.

Chairman Sinclair stated that owing. to
the sccession of the Avenue-rpad diyision
of the school section, it was probable that
tire school rate would be nearly doubled.
In answer to enquiries from Dr. Armstrong
he stated that' the annual levy was now
$3000, and the debt on the present building
about S6000.

E. W. D. Buatler thought the meeting was
prematurve dnasmuch as no detinite details
were aviilable for the meeting. A short
time ago Mr. Butler sajd that 50 feet of
land had been added to the school premises
at a cost of $1000, and the money bad been
adeumaulated by the trustees as a nest egg.
ile was anxious to know whether there was
stil a fund on hand of any consequence,
but the treasurer parried the enquiry with-
out satigfying the assembly.

Principal Thompson related the difficul-
ties under which the schoo! was now suffer-
ing. The present roll numbered 124, and
he caleulated that an addition of 15 would
be made after Baster. 'The attendance had
outgrown the teaching = staff, and more
roouis were absolutely necessary.

Dr. Armstrong remarked that if the
chairman’s estimate was coreet, and the
school rate, now four mills, was to be
doubled, ‘it would be better to go into the
city at once.
