Further instructions to the collector
of inland revenue here regarding Ppro-
cedure relative to the abolition of the
luxuy tax have not been received fl:om
Ottawa, and while Luxury Tax .\udm:r
Chester Butler is doing his .utmos‘;t o
clear up difficulties in the district re-
sultant from the cancellation of the
tax, he is in a quandary regarding
some tangles until instructions are re-
ceived from headquarters.

Many merchants who recently pur-
chased licenses to sell taxable goods

have applied to have them cancelled, |

others request a refund of the fee,
while the collector has in his posses-
sion fees for many licenses which have
not been sert out, and which he re-
ceived prior to the order-in-council
abolishing the tax.
