The 
provincial governments crop report 
that has Just been issued ^eak”,“f Z" 
Potatoes and com, have been its fa­
vorite food. Not onljr haa it hurt the 
roots but haa rendered many 
unsalable by reason of its 
holes In the tubers. In some iwrteit 
has been so numerous as to render the 
grain crop a failure.

The white grub to the second stage 
of life of the June bug. end will not 
trouble longer than two yeera It Is 
& very unsatisfactory insect to fight, 
because H hides, itself under the sur­
face of the ground, and to difficult to 
reach with poisons, or with any other
killing agents. However,the wh te grub 
is attacked by oo many parasite and 
predaceous natural enemies that it i 
seldom very had for more than one or 
two years in succession in any one 
olace. I have seen tt threaten to de­
stroy the lawns In a section of the 
country by eating oft ail the roots, and 

ave experimented with various 
•ectioldes by trying to wash them into 
he soil, but it never did any good. 

The tiext year, however, the grtibs were 
almost entirely gone, and the grubs, 
whteh I enclosed in' potato experiment 
with during the winter, were almost 
impossible to keep alive, owing to the 
presence of disease; says one writer,

They are preyed on by several fun­
gous diseases, by a bacterial disease, 
which turns the Joints In the lege 
black and later, the entire bodies ofthe 
grubs, and rots them to pieces. They 
are also attacked by a large number 
of internal parasites, and are attack­
ed by shrews whenever they are to be 
reached. Besides this, of course, 
skunks and moles help a little. When 
an epidemic breaks out among them, 
it always does a cleaner Job if the in­
sects are crowded. As there is really 
nothing else to be done, Uhls to some­
times quite a comfort to know.
