Berlin, Jan, 1,  via London.—The
press version of the reply of the en-
tente powers to Germany‘s peace pro-
posals was received here yesterday A

The entente statement, it is inti-
mated; will probably evoke an answer
in some form, Germany laying down
from the government’'s standpoint the
resulta of the peace overtures and
analyzing the question of responsi-
bility for a further continuanee of the
war.
