IN OUEB'ECVPROVINCE

The return of Sir Alexander Lacoste
and Mr. Thomas Chase Casgrain to active
politics in Quebec province will add great-
ly to the strength of the Conservative
party. Sir. A. Lacoste is no longer young,
but he is a man of great ability and high
character. Whether as law professor, legis-
lative councillor, senator, privy councillor
or chief justice of Quebec, his record is
one which his party and his country may
regard with satisfaction. Mr. Casgrain, is
e former attorney general of Quebec prov-
ince, and former member of parliament,
who among other successes was the victor
over the present premier of Canada, when
the latter ran in Drummond and Artha-
baska, after accepting office in the Mac-
kenzie administration. At a banquet in
his honor in Montreal last week, Mr. Cas-
grain “stated that he felt disposed to lend
a hand in supporting Mr. Borden, and
Messre. Beregeron, Monk and others who
were opposing the government at Otta-
m.l’

There have been some important
changes in Quebec province since the last
federal elections. The Conservatives have
been steadily gaining ground. They will
enter the next contest under very able
leaders and with a better and stronger
organization. Sir Wilfrid Laurier's su-
premacy in Quebec is more seriously
threatened than at any time since he be-
came premier of Canada.

WANTS AN EXPORT DUTY

The Montreal Witness prints an inter-
view with Mr. H. Laporte, in which, re-
ferring especially to the province of Que-
bec, he declares that the time has arrived
when both the federal and provincial gov-
ernments should take action if they wish
to protect pulpwood limits from being de-
cimated by the United States paper
manufacturer. We quote:—

“The question of an export duty , on
pulpwood, remarked Mr. Laporte, “is not
one of politics. I think that the govern-
ment without further delay should impose
such a duty. It will not be possible for
the authorities to prevent the exportation
of pulpwood by the United States manu-
facturers, but such a duty would go ad)ong
was to preserve the forests for Canadians,
and compel United States mills to locate
on this side of the line. For every dollar
received for the pulpwood from the Ameri-
cans we would get five dollars if the pulp
were kept in Canada, which would mean
four dollars more profit for our own peo- |
ple. The Americans are becoming anxi- |
ous about their own pulpwoud areas, and
if we are careful it will not be so very
long until Canada will be in a position to
control the pulp and paper markets of the
world. The more we manufacture in Can-
ada for export purposes, the better it will
be for the country’s trade in general. It
is claimed that if Canada stops the export-
ation of pulpwood it would cause the Can-
adian manufacturers to combine and re-
duce the cost of the wood, but this is
not true. Indeed, it would just be the re-
verse, as it would increase the number of
paper mills, and the competition would
cheapen the price of paper for home con-
sumption.”
